1 commutation of bU sentence went into 
elfeot yesterday mornia? and states 
tbat if be is again convicted of a felony 
the "original life sentence" shall re­
main io full force. Tbe term "original 
life sentence" was Inserted to prevent 
any technicalities such as arose in tbe 
Bender case, and under which techni­
cality be was released. 

Warden Mead stated Wednesday 
that he did not believe there was a 
convict or ao official aoout tbe institu­
tion that did oot rejoice over tbe 
good fortune of "Old Hank," for 
since bis incarceration be has always 
performed bts duties l e a auiet and 
faithful manner. Tne records show 
tbat he has never beeo reprimanded 
tioce his incarceration. 

For a number of years be has been 
waiter for the principal keeper. Hen­
dricks before bis imprisonment was a 
prominent business man io Allegany 
county, dealing in agricultural imple­
ments. His story of the crime for 
which be was sentenced is as follows: 
lo tbe transaction of his business af­
fairs be often bad large sums of money 
in the hoose aad ba claims tbat rob­
bers entered his bouse 00 the 
night of tba cr me, who were 
surprised by bim while at work. Dur­
ing a fight which ensued be was shot 
lo the leg, aod his wife also shot, 
6be dyloe from the effects of tbe pis­
tol wounds. The jury took a different 
view, however, and he was indicted 
00 tbe charge of murder, second de­
gree, for tiring the shot that killed his 
wife. He was received at tbe prisoo 
July 5, 1877. He li now 58 years old.

to tbe contingent fund. On an aye 
and nay vote the resolution was unani­
mously adopted. 

Supervisor Whitcomb presented a 
petition from tbe assessors of the town 
of Looke that certain oames be added 
to tbe town's assessment roll.

The Associated Press dispatohes'Wed-

nesday gave promioenco to the roport 
of Lispeaard Stewart as president of 
the State Prisoo commission copcern-
Ing Auburn prison. Necessarily the 
great bulk of the report was oot 
printed. Here it is in its entirety as 
It refers to Auburo: ''The grounds 
surrounding tbe prison were found to 
be in excellent coodltion, but it was a 
mistake to place a greeo-house in tbe 
rectangular prttoo yard. Tbe prisoo 
buildings themselves were found lo 
the.r usual good order, with the excep­
tion of tbe soutn wing where tbe floor 
should be relaid. Another exception 
to tbe good condition generally preva­
lent is tbe c e l l t \ o r condemned men. 
They are horrible, badly lighted, Illy 
ventilated aod untidy. No man about 
to die should bs required to occupy 
suoh quarters during tbe few remain-
lug days of bis life. Four men con­
demned to death were fouod occupying 
these cells, one of whom was to be 
electrocuted on Tuesday, November 
18th. Tha rooms of the malo buildings 
have been painted during the past 
months, and a storeroom has recently 
been built to hold the supplies of the 
Institution, which has proved Itself 
financially of great saving. Tbe prison 
has plenty of eoal oo band. The* mess 
ball floor is in poor conditloo, but It is 
cleaned after every meal and scoured 
twice a week. 

"The population oo November 15th 
was 1,003. The malo hospital contain­
ed oo the day of Inspection 20 patients, 
two of wbom were suffer I of from tu­
berculosis. One of these two patients 
was fou I In one ward and tbe other in 
another. Certainly these two patients 
should be put tn the same ward, or, 
better still, be Isolated io another part 
of the building. Tha best tbiog to do 
with them, however, would be to have 
them transferred to Daonemora should 
their ooodltioo warrant such transfer. 
The hospital aod Us different depart­
ments were fouod to be very clean. 

"The industries of this prisoo were 
fouod to be lo a thriving coodltion. 
Forty-five looms to complete running 
order made a wonderful sight, aod tba 
carding and spinning deosrtmeots 
were also full of Interest. The new dye 
house recently added makes a great 
improvement, as this unsightly aod un­
healthy Industry has beeo placed by 
Itself. Tba desk Industry has lately 
beea increased and will probably ba 
enlarged again. The city of New York

"About five minutes after tbe train 
wbicb nas brought this oar to Auburn 
has gone on us journey, and the crowd 
has dUpersed, keepers from tbe prison, 
one or two at a lime, sbould be sent 
over to tbe car and tba convicts trans­
ferred in aouples to t&e prison yard. 
Tbe transfer from tba oar to tbe prisoo 
would tnus be made decently and In 
order, and tha shocking sight be spared 
to tbe oltizens of tbe city of; Auourn."

The death of Michael R. Mansell, 
wbiob occurred yesterday morning at 
bis borne, 17 Cross street, will oome 
as a great shock to his many friends io 
tbis city as well as different parts of 
the country. Tba deceased bai been 
ill but. a week with pneumonia and 
would have beeo 45 years of age oext 
Jaouary. Io the early days when base 
ball was beginning to become tbe na­
tional game, be was ooe of tbe best 
players lo the country and bis services 
were in great demand. 

He was born io this city Jaouary 15, 
1858, and commenced his ball play log 
career with tbe Franklin club, an am-
teur organization of this city. He first 
came prominently before tbe publio ia 
tbe latter part of the season of 1875 
when his excellent fielding in a game 
against.tbe New Haveo oluo attracted 
attentioo, aod led to his engagement 
by the Buckeyes, of Columbus, for the 
following season. He remained with 
tbe Buekeyes until August, 1876, when 
a severe illness caused bim to re­
turn to Auburo. He opeoed tbe 
season of 1877 with the Stars of Syra­
cuse, aod took part in the memorable 
contest of 15 idnings between tbat 
team and the St. Louis Browns, be ao-
ceptieg all of six difficult cbaooes of­
fered to him and making one of the 
two safe bits credited to his side. He 
guarded left held for tbe Stars for 
three successive seasons and on tbat 
club's disbandment In SoDtember, 1879, 
he joioed the Albanys for the remain­
der of tbe season. His oext engage­
ment was with tbe league club of Cin­
cinnati in 1880, when be had an excel­
lent record as an outfielder, batter and 
base runner. In conjunction with his 
brothers, John aad Tom, he played to 
tbe outfield for tbe Albaoy clab in 1881, 
until a sprained knee wbieh bad botb-
ered him all tbat seasoo forced him to 
retire from tbe diamood. He played 
with tbe Allegbeoy club during 1882, 
taking part in all of its cbampionshlp 
games, playing with tbe same team in 
1883. Later be piayed with Bamiltoe, 
Oot., aod Syracuse teams of the Inter­
national and Eastern leagues. During 
his ball plavlng carear left field was 
his regular position. He was regarded 
as a sure catch, a clever oase runner, 
aed heavy bitter, aad poeeeesed 
a very creditable record as 
a popular, bard working profess-
looel player, lo bis prime he was cop, 
sidared one of the fastest sprint run­
ners in tha couatry and for a long 

learoing to read aod write. The teach­
er reported that they were making 
muoh progress. Every ooovict is re* 
quired to leave bis work for 40 minutes 
a day to be drilled lo squads In the pri­
son yard. Tbis rule of the warden con-
not be too highly praised, as the fresh 
air and the different kind of exercise 
obtained durioe the drill eaonot fail 
to be of the highest physical beoefit. 

"The women's prison, over which 
your presldeot was showo by Mrs. 
Welsbe, was found to be lo Its usual 
good condition. The population of this 
prisoo was 112 aod the' bospttal coo* 
taloed ooe patient. The women ware 
divided loto two grades, the first grade 
having greater privileres than the sec­
ond. Some of tbe women were at work 
lo the garden and some were cariag 
for the grounds' surrounding tbe pris­
oo. Sixty-one were employed at a new 
industry, recently installed, eaolog tbe 
seats of'obatrs, and many other women 
were at work tn the laundry. Your 
presldeot would suggest Co the commis­
sion tbat ohildreo born in or brought 
to this prisoo are kept too loog. But 
ooe child was found with its mother, its 
age beiog about two years aod a half. 
It Is generally believed by those who 
study tbe quastloo that prison life is 
detrimental to the very youog, aod 
tbat tbe complete isolation tends to 
tbe detriment of the child's nervous 
aod physical -conditloo. The com mis. 
sioo might well recommend that any 
ohild born in a prisoo, or brought to it 
wheo very youor by Its mother wheo 
sentenced, sbould be retained in tbe 
institution for a term not longer than 
18 months. 
•O'Tbe assistants of tbe matron in the 
women's orlsoo at Auburo are ooorly 
paid. Tney receive $25 a month, and 
after 10 years^faithful service still re­
ceive $25 a month. 'Certainly this 
State sbould see to It tnat long and 
faithful service to the prisoo Is reward­
ed, as is almost invariably tha case in 
other vocations. 

"On tbe day of inspection 30 men 
were received at 10:30 a m. as a draft 
from tba Elmira reformatory. These 
meo were in a car on the rear of the 
train. Before tbe passengers from tbe 
other coaches hsd left the station the 
coavicts were brought out. Tbey were 
baadcuffed together, aod shackled to­
gether, aod chains passed through tbe 
handcuffs, ao that perhaps 10 or 12 
men were fastened together. With 
muoh difficulty they were got out of 
the car and on tbeiV feet, and quite a 
loog distanoe—a block aod a half—was 
traversed io order for tnem to reach 
tbe prison gate. Quite a crowd of tbe
