To all to whom these presents shall come greeting

Know ye that we for and in consideration of the sum of FIFTY SHILLINGS FOR EVERY HUNDRED ACRES hereby granted paid into our treasury by ADAM BOLICK have given and granted and by these presents do give and grant unto the said ADAM BOLICK a tract of land CONTAINING 640 acres lying and being in our COUNTY OF BURKE on MECKLINGS CREEK

Beginning at a black oak sapling FREDERICK GAFFS CORNER and runs thense So 35 West with GAFFS LINE 13 chains to the creek crofsing 59 chains & a half to a Hickory GAFFS & JACOB DEALS CORNER thence North 47 ½ Wet with DEALS LINE 17 chains to a black oak DEALS AND CARPENINGS CORNER then with CARPENINGS LINE N 37 West 6 chains to a hickotry & black oal COREPENNINGS & GALBREATH FALLS CORNER then with FALLS LINE N 10W 55 chains to a post oak thence with FALLS LINE to 88 E 5 ¼ chains to a hickory then with FALLS LINE N67 E 14 chains to a post oak then with FALLS LINE S30 E 4 chains to a post oak black oak & hickory then with FALLS LINE N 64E 26 chains to a stake on the NORTH SIDE OF THE CREEK thence with FALLS LINE N45E 112 ½ chains to a post oak then with FALLS LINE N 55 E 22 chains to a post oak at THE HEAD OF A BRANCH, FALLS beginning CORNER and PETER DEALS CORNER then with said DEALS LINE East 52 chains to a red oak in GAFFS LINE then with said line N 87W 21 chain and a half to a branch crofsing 12 chains and a half to a Red oak then North 67 W 5 ½ chaints to LONG BRANCH crofsing 13 ¼ chains to the beginning as by the plat hereunto annexed doth appear together with all woods waters mines minerals hereditaments & appurtenances to the said land belonging or appertaining To hold to the said ADAM BOLICK his heirs and afsigns forever yielding and paying to us such sums of money yearly or otherwise as our General Afsembly from time to time may direct 

Provides always that the said ADAM BOLECK from time to time may direct shall cause the grant to be registered in the Registers Office of our said County of BURKE within twelve months from the date hereof otherwise the same shall be void and of no effect.
