This indenture made the eighth day of April in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and fifty between JONAS BOLICK and wife SARAH of the one part, and WILLIAM TURNER of the other part all of the State of North Carolina the county of CATAWBA ??? that for and in consideration of the sum of ? dollars in hand paid by the said WILLIAM TURNER the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledge the said JONAS BOLICK and wife SARAH hath given, ???ton bargained and sold ?? and confirmed and by these presents doth ???, grant bargain and sell alien and confirm unto WILLIAM TURNER his heirs and assigns forever all OUR UNDIVIDED INTEREST IN AND TO A CERTAIN TRACT OF LAND ON THE WATERS OF CLARKS CREEK.

Beginning at a chestnut SOLOMON BOLICK CORNER division) on the OLD DIVISION LINE and runs with SAID LINE S45E 26 poles to a small chestnut NEAR THE ROAD thence 20 W135 poles to a stake and pointers on the OLD LINE thence W. with SAID LINE 58 poles to a black oak AN OLD CORNER, then N 1? Poles to a post oak on OLD DIVISION CORNER thence N51 E 84 to the beginning CONTAINING FORTY FIVE ACRES (45) more or lefs, THE SAME BEING ORIGINALLY GRANTED TO ADAM BOLICK BY A STATE PATENT BEARING DATE THE 11th OCT 1783 FROM HIM BY WIFE TO CASPER BOLICK, DEC’D. (NOTE: The grant Adam received under date of 11 Oct 1783 was on LYLES CREEK for 400 acres and grant no 551. I think they made an error when they wrote this deed describing it as being on Clark’s Creek when it probably was on Lyles Creek where SOLOMON lived).

Also, UNDIVIDED IN AND F??? TO ANOTHER TRACT ONE THE SAME WATERS ADJOINING THE ABOVE.

Beginning at a post oak CASPER BOLICK CORNER and RUNS ALONG CASPER AND BOSTIAN BOLCH LINE North 76 poles to a small hickory where BOLCHES white oak CORNER STOOD thence West 134 poles to a small hickory, JACOB CLINES CORNER thence along SAID CLINE LINE S26 or 25 poles 46 poles to a blackoak CLINES CORNER thence to the beginning CONTAINING FORTY FIVE ACRES BE THE SAME MORE OR LEFS IT BEING A TRACT GRANTED BY THE STATE TO JOHN BOLICK IN THE YEAR 1811.

Both tract ADJOINING SAID TURNER & OTHERS to have and to hold with all the wood waters and water courses mines and minerals and all and every the appurtenances thereinto belonging or in any wise appertaining and the JONAS BOLICK AND WIFE SARAH for themselves and their heirs and assigns shall and will warrant and defend the title forever for and to the aforesaid land and premises from the lawful claim or claims for all persons unto the said WM TURNER and his heirs and assigns forever.
