Beginning at a chestnut and running SOUTH TO TURNERS OWN LINE thence West to a black oak to BOST CORNER then NORTH with BOST LINE to a post oak HIRAM BOLICK CORNER thence with HIS LINE to the beginning Forty Five akers more of less (45)

The other Tract. Beginning at a white oak and RUNS NORTH WITH HIRAM BOLCH LINE to a hickory L HUFFMAN CORNER then WEST WITH HUFFMAN LINE to a hickory THEN SOUTH TO BOST CORNER then EAST WITH BOST LINE to the beginning Forty Five acres mor or lefs (45).

To have and to hold to the proper use & behoof to the said WM TURNER his heirs and assigns DURING MY LIFE TIME and the SARAH BOLICK FOR MYSELF and my assigns shall and warrant defend my NATURAL LIFE TIME by these presents of all and singular I the said SARY BOLICK grant? The said WM TURNER in full possession & do quit my claim and relinquishment and by these presents a warrant whereof I SARY BOLICKS here unto set my hand and affixed seal.
