In the name of God amen. I Joseph Doughty Sen of the District of Pendleton and State of South Carolina being sick of body and weak but of sound mind and memory do make and ordain this my last will and testament revoking all others that have been heretofore made

Item 1st   I recommend my soul to Him who gave it its origin.

Item 2nd   My will and desire is that my Executors that will hereafter be named shall after my decease pay all my just debts.

Item 3rd  My will and desire is and I do request that my dear and loving wife Nancy Doughty shall have by loan from me the whole of my estate both personal & real during her material life or widowhood.

Item 4th  My will and desire is after the death or marriage of my wife the land that I live on be equally divided between my two sons Jeremiah Doughty and Joseph Doughty and the whole of my personal estate be equally divided between all my children (viz) Jeremiah Doughty, Joseph Doughty, Sarah Kilpatrick, Rhody Clayton, and Nancy Barrett.

Item 5th   My will desire is that after this division shall be made that Jeremiah Doug[h]ty & Joseph Doughty do pay to Joseph  & Daniel Doughty children of Daniel Doughty decd. the sum of fifty dollars each when they shall arrive to the age of twenty one years of age to be paid in good trade.

My will and desire is and I nominate and appoint James Kilpatrick, Jeremiah Doughty, and Joseph Doughty to be my lawful Exors to this last will and testament
