Crouse; Coastables, W, M. Drugan and
J. U, Myers. The Central Committes was
also appointed. It consista of the follow-
ing gentlemen: E. G. Morgan, J. R,
Gow, Dr, Van Wageaer, J. B. Darrah,
J. W. Myers, William Humes, Rector
Jehnson.

The moyt exciling Conventlon of the
day, however, was that of the city. It
came to order in the Mayor's office at
hall-past seven, by making Dr. MceMas-
ters Cbairman, acd John &, Price Secre-
tary. Aftor the-organization, at which
tall the delegates were present, the names
of candidates were announced in open
meeling, after which all persons except
delegates and the LixaIsTER reporier
were requested to retire. Mr, John Bige-
low was made President, and W. M,
Meek, Jr., Secretary. In the Fourth
ward, the seats of J. B. Wallace and W,
M, Meek 8s délegaien sn the Convention
were warmly. contested by~ Louis-La
Roche and John B, Price, who claimed
that they wera tha-legally elected dele-
gntes, After hearing all the circum-
stances the delcgates, by a unanimous
vote, recsived Wallace and Meek.
TLe nominees for Msayor were D.
‘W. Cooper, Geo, Criswell, D. Theobold,
Mr. McDermott, of the8econd ward, ob-
jected to the use of Gooper's name belore
the eonvention, because he was the nom-
inee of the National party, He threst.
ened to withdraw from the conveation if
Cocper were nominated.  Wilhams
and Danlap, of the First ward, also wore
1w faver of nomwinating “a Domocrat”
After much exciting discussion, a motion
to proceed to 4 ballot_prevalled. The
Tesult was+ Cooper, 8, Criswell, 0; Theo.
bald, 7.

Some ona made the remark that 8to 7
was an omineus vote, and in the midst ot
much Jaughter and extitement Looper
was declared by the Cbairman to ba the
nomines, wheranpon Mr. MeDermott
arose &nd stormly denounced the con-
vention as “National and not Demo--
i cratic,” and indulged in personalities
until he found his hat acd umbrells,
"when heleft. Mr. Williams also made
some fierce personal remarks to Work-
man, of the }ifth ward, whom hecharged
with having “put up a job” in favor
of Cooper. Hethen foliowed McDermots.
Dunlap went also, but wWwithout any
demonstiration, and Zimmer of the Second
ward only wuttered sz he also re-
tired. This left & very orderly and hat-
moaicus body, and without other excite-
ment they proceeded to nominate the rest
of the tichet, as follows: Marshal, Wm.
Drugan; City Solieitor, J. F. EKelly;
Treasurer, A L. Baron, City Commis-
sioner, Peter Manly; Water Works Trus-
tee, John I. Haney; members Board of
Education, William Meek and A, O.
Mellott. The coavention then adjourf-
ed.
