Hague Heritage Cemetery

The Board of the Historical Society has
recommitted to maintaining the Hague Heritage
Cemetery which is located at the corner of Route
9N and Pine Orchard Road. On a hot July
morning, and again in October, members of the
Society met on the cemetery hillside to play catch-
up on the process of cleaning up the graveyard.
Our fall efforts focused on planting some
perennials — hostas, forget-me-nots, day lilies,
evening primroses — that we hope will take hold
and spread. We’ll be looking for more plants in
the spring, so keep us in mind when you’re lifting
and dividing!

Apparently, there has always been a
contingent of local people interested in this
historical location. Recently we were fortunate to
come into possession of some minutes of the
Society's meetings in 1970. Clifton West, then
President, and Ethel Andrus, then Vice-President,
of the Society wrote: "Last week there was
distributed through the mails a flyer from The
Curtis Cash & Carry Co. which handles lumber
and wood products. ... listed is 2-rail suburban
post and rail fence. We were intrigued by this;
somehow it seemed like just the type of fence, at a
reasonable price, for ‘our’ cemetery.”

Thus, in 1970, a fund-raising quest began
that was shared by the Mohican Council Boy
Scouts, Troop 21, and the Historical Society.
They organized and ran a food sale, "the entire
proceeds" of which would go for the fencing.
Every member of both groups was required to
contribute three items for the food sale which was
held in the Baptist Church annex from noon to
3:00pm on Saturday, June 13. Any members
"unable, NOT unwilling" to prepare food would be
required to do a "door-to-door canvass for
solicitation of funds (even quarters acceptable) for
said fence".
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
