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The Children of Daniel & Elizabeth 
Burricker/Buracker – Part 3 

 
 
 ONTINUING this series about 
the children and descendants of 
Daniel and Elizabeth Burricker, 

we now come to: 
 
5. Henry Burricker – This is my 
direct ancestor who was born in 
Shenandoah County, Virginia. Henry 
married Mary Ann Barton  in January 
1814 at Woodstock, VA.  The 
marriage bond was dated the 10th 
January of that year. At the 
Harshbarger Cemetery, Union Twp., 
Montgomery County, Indiana a 
tombstone was found for “Mary A. 
Boraker, died 19 May 1873”.  
 
On the back of the tombstone was the 
inscription: “Henry Boraker, Died 19 
May 1876, Age 87 years, 4 months and 
10 days” (US GenWebProject, 
Montgomery County, Harshbarger 
Cemetery). The transcriber spelled the 
name “Boraker” but Henry always 
spelled his name “Boroker” while in 
Indiana. 
 
Notice that Henry died three years to 
the day (19 May) after the death of his 
wife Mary Ann. This point was 
mentioned in a letter written by 
Henry’s son Daniel.  
 
After only eight months of marriage, 
Henry left his new bride to take part in 
the War of 1812. After much  
 

 
searching, his military record was 
located which is as follows: 
 
 
Buracher, Henry – The 6th Regiment, 
Virginia Militia was Coleman’s from 
August-December 1814. Henry’s 
service commenced 31 Aug 1814,  
expired 6 Dec 1814. Served as private 
in Capt. Daniel Strickler’s Company of 
Infantry. Place of residence: 
Shenandoah, Virginia. Discharged 120 
miles from home at “Cross Roads.” 
Paid for 3 months, 7 days at $8.00 a 
month, a total of $25.80 but $5.00 was 
deducted for clothing received. (His 
travel time would have been six days 
to his home but, in this case, it appears 
it was not computed separately but was 
included in total term of service.) A 
pay certificate is in the file for period 1 
Oct 1814 to 6 Dec 1814. It is dated 
Baltimore, 14 Dec. 1814. 
 
War of 1812 Pension File: Henry 
Boraker (or Buracher), SC 3211. He 
received BLW + 3573-40-1850 
(meaning Bounty Land Warrant No. 
3573 for 40 acres under the Act of 
1850) and BLW + 40167-120-1855. 
On 26 Oct 1850 he is 61 years old and 
a resident of Montgomery Co., 
Indiana. He served under Capt. Daniel 
Strickler from Shenandoah Co., VA. 
He was discharged at Baltimore, 
Maryland. He had a written discharge,  
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x but lost it. On 2 Apr 1855 he is 64 (?) and still in Montgomery Co., Indiana. On 1 Apr 

1871 he is a resident of Crawfordsville, Indiana and 79 years  
old. He married Mary Ann Barton at  
Woodstock, Virginia on 10 Jan 1813 (?). He is dropped from the pension list in 1880 
because he has not claimed his pension for 3 years. He was last paid 4 March 1876. 
(He died on 19 May.) 
 
Henry and Mary Ann’s children were: Daniel, William, Polly (Ross), Sarah Ann 
(DeWitt ), Eve (Harshbarger), Ellen or “R’nelly” (Albertson), Lydia 
(Harshbarger), Mary A. (Mount) and Elizabeth (Mingus). See Chart 7 for details. 
 
Many of Henry’s descendants were in the Crawfordsville area of Montgomery 
County, Indiana until 1930, that is, those with the name of “Boraker.” Others who 
intermarried with other lines are still there. There are descendants of the 
Harshbarger, Cope and Jones family lines who married into the Boraker family 
lines. Charles L. Jones, for example, is a descendant of Henry’s granddaughter Mary 
Elizabeth (daughter of William Henry Boraker ) who married James Matthew Jones. 
Charles still lives in Crawfordsville [as of 1978] and has helped in contributing 
information. 
 
Other descendants of Henry and Mary Ann Boroker today live in Texas, Colorado and 
Washington. 
 
Editor’s Note written in February 2008:  Information about Henry and Mary Ann 
(Barton) Boroker was covered in Newsletter Number 37, “The Migration from Ohio 
to Indiana”, and Number 41, “Henry Daniel Boroker  1789-1876.”
