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The Children of Daniel & Elizabeth 
Burricker/Buracker – Part 4 

 
 
 N this series about the children and 
descendants of Daniel and 
Elizabeth Burricker, we come to: 

 
6. JOHN BURRICKER – Born in 1791 
according to his military records, John 
died sometime after 1871 when he was 80 
years old. He married Elizabeth Nichols 
at Marksville, VA on 26 November 1815 
(War of 1812 Pension File, SO 11054). 
The name on the marriage bond is “John 
Burker.” John and Elizabeth had at least 
twelve children whose names were Jacob 
B., Michael Martin, Lydia Ann, Margaret 
A., Ellen, William, Henry Daniel, John, 
Martin L., Mary A. Jane, Adam Presley 
and Elizabeth Frances (Census records and 
“kgissy” database on Rootsweb 
WorldConnect Project). 
 
Land Records – Shenandoah Co. DB X p. 
2284, 1 Feb 1817:  John Buracher, one 
of the sons and heirs of Daniel Buracher, 
deceased, to William R. Almond  for $50 
1/13 part together with 1/13 of dower of 
Daniel Burricker  (wife didn’t sign). 
 
 
Page Co. VA, DB D p.127, 26 Feb 1840:  
John Buracker of Page Co. to Benjamin 
F. Grayson, 2nd part, trustee, and Almond 
& Roads, 3rd part – for amount of $39.80 
due by not of this date – a small roan 
horse, four hogs and his part of three sheep 
and all of the growing crop of rye which is 
now seeded on the land belonging to Jacob 
Koontz, which formerly belonged to 
Lawson Berry, lying in the ridge above 
Jacob C. Kite’s farm. 
 

 
Military Records for War of 1812 – 
John Burricker  was a Private in the 4th 
Regiment of the Virginian Militia under 
Lt. Col. Huston and Lt. Col. Wooding. He 
enlisted 18 July 1814 and his service 
expired 9 Aug 1814. He served in Capt. 
Samuel Hopewell’s Company of Infantry 
at Norfolk, Virginia for 23 days. Rate of 
pay was $8.00 a month. He was paid 
$5.93. 
 
Record of John Buracre says he enlisted 
in the same Regiment on 10 Aug 1814 to 
serve until 1 Feb 1815. He joined Capt. 
Jesse Carter’s Company of Infantry at 
Norfolk, Virginia on 21 Oct 1814. Pay due 
from 10 Aug 1814. Discharged on 13 Dec 
1814. Paid $22.22 for two months 24 days 
on 2 Nov 1814. Paid $10.83 for one month 
11 days on 15 Feb 1815. Discharged 320 
miles from home and paid $3.00 for travel 
expenses. 
 
War of 1812 Pension File – John 
Burracker,  BLW & 24204-1850-rejected 
(meaning bounty land warrant application 
No. 24204 under the Act of 1850 was 
rejected). On 23 Nov 1850 John 
Burrocker , age 64, is in Page Co., VA. 
He says he was drafted in Shenandoah 
Co., VA. the last of June 1814 and was 
honourably discharged at camp at the rear 
of the lines north of Gordon’s Battery, 
Fort Barbour, Norfolk, VA. On 31 Dec 
1815. His discharge paper was destroyed 
when his house was burned several years 
ago. His captain was Henry Tabb. Since 
his name is not found in Tabb’s Company 
rolls, his application is rejected. 
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John Buracher – BLW & 1032-80-1855. 
On 12 Apr 1854, John is 61 in Page Co., 
VA. He says he served under Capt. 
Hopewell in the 4th Virginia Militia under 
Col. Houston and was transferred to Capt. 
Morrison’s Co. in the 4th Virginia Militia 
under Col. Wooding. He was drafted in 
Shenandoah Co. VA. and was discharged 
at Camp Peach Orchard. Jacob and 
William Cubbage, Page Co. VA. swear 
they served with John. The 3rd Auditor, 
Treasury Dept., can only find the service 
in Hopewell’s Company from 18 Jul 1814 
to 9 Aug 1814. He gets BLW & 55832-80-
1850 (80 acres of bounty land under the 
act of 1850). The Commissioner writes to 
John at Luray, VA. And John responds on 
25 May 1854 to say that he lives 10 or 12 
miles from Luray and asks the 
Commissioner to write to him at 
Marksville. On 16 March 1855 John is 63 
and in Page Co. VA. 
 
John Burucker (or Burocker) So 11054 
– Name also appears as Buruker  in file. 
On 17 Aug 1871 he is in Page Co. VA. 
and 80 years old. He married Elizabeth 
Nichols at Marksville, VA,  26 November 
1815. He is now a widower (in 1871). He 
served under Capt. Hopewell most of the 
time at Bay Shore and at the old peach 
orchard near Norfolk. On 13 Sep 1871 he 
is still 80 and in Marksville, VA. A note in 
the file says he got BLW & 1032-80-1855 
(80 acres of bounty land under the act of 
1855), but those papers are not in the file. 
The Third Auditor of the Treasury 
Department can only find his service in 
Capt. Samuel Hopewell’s Company from 
18 July 1814 to 9 Aug 1814 so his 
application is rejected because of 
insufficient service. A note in the file says 
his case was reopened 17 Dec 1872, but no 
change was taken in the action. 
 
 
The BLW & 55832-80-1850 issued to 
John Berracker was used to enter the E ½ 
of the SE ¼ , Sec. 13, TWP 105, Range 6 
at the land office in Brownsville, Missouri 
Territory, but John appears to have sold 
the warrant to Isaac S. Boardman since 
Boardman received the patent (Vol. 314, 
p. 281).

1 FWM 20-30, 1 FWM 50-60; 3 FWF 
under 5, 1 FWF 5-10, 2 FWF 15-20, 1
