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The Children of Daniel & Elizabeth 
Burricker/Buracker – Part 6 

 
 
 S we continue this series about 
the children and descendants of 
Daniel and Elizabeth Burricker, 

we now come to: 
 
9. Martin Burricker – Martin must 
have been one of the prominent 
members of Daniel and Elizabeth’s 
family since the records pertaining to 
him are so extensive. He was born 
about 1780 and married his first wife, 
Eleanor or “Nelly” Griffith  (daughter 
of John Griffith, a Welshman) on 4 
April 1802. He married Mary 
(“Molly”) Wemord , a widow, on 29 
July 1830. He died in 1854 in 
Champaign County, Ohio. 
 
Land Records, Shenandoah Co. VA  

 
DB V p. 675, 27 May 1815 – 
HenryBuracker and Anna his wife 
and Michael Buracker sell 1/13 part 
of 40 ½ acres (Elizabeth’s dower) and 
2/13 of 157 acres (Daniel’s plantation) 
to Martin Buracker . 
 
DB W p. 50, 27 May 1815 – Joshua 
Burricker  and Martin Buricker  and 
Ellender [as spelled] his wife to 
Michael Burraker  their shares of 
widow Elizabeth Burricker’s  dower 
(40 ½ acres) a third part of the 
plantation containing 197 ½ acres. 
 
DB JJ p. 145, 5 June 1830 – Martin 
Buracker to Joshua Buracker [son] 
parcel on east side of road lending  

 
from Blosser’s mills leading to 
Varner’s mills on Great Hawksbill 
Creek, part of Martin Buracker’s 
inheritance from his father Daniel 
Buracker joining John Prince. 
Contains one acre 51 sq. poles. No 
wife’s signature. [His wife Eleanor 
must have died just before this time. 
Martin remarried one month later.] 
 
DB JJ, p. 457, 2 Oct 1830 – Joshua 
Buracker, son of Martin, to David 
Pince [Prince], son of John, for $28 a 
parcel conveyed to said Joshua by his 
father Martin, on the great Hawksbill. 
Contains one acre, one rood and 11 sq. 
poles. 
 
Page Co. VA, DB B p. 425, 18 Sep 
1835 – Martin Buracker , and Molly, 
his wife, to John Printz, Sr. for $350, 
5 parcels of land on Big Hawksbill on 
which Martin Burucker now resides. 
No. 1, which fell to said Martin 
Burucker by division of the land of 
Daniel Burucker, his father. No. 2, 
1/13 part of the widow’s dower and 
Lot No. 2 conveyed to Henry 
Burucker  and wife to Martin 
containing 12 acres [evidently Henry’s 
lot was joined to dower’s]. No. 3, Lot 
No. 4 conveyed to Martin by Michael 
Burucker and wife, No. 4, a certain lot 
assigned to Molly wife of Martin as 
her share of the dower of Mary Ann 
Comer, deceased joining Isaac 
Comer’s land. [Martin’s second wife 
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must have been the former Mary 
Comer who had married Wemord.] No. 
5, lot on ridge between Punk and Dry 
Runs at foot of Blue Ridge granted to 
John Comer, deceased and said lot 
No. 5 was assigned to Molly 
Buracker, wife of Martin Burucker 
and heir of John Comer, deceased, 
containing 13 ½ acres. 
 
Military Records for War of 1812   
 
Martin was in the 6th Regiment 
(Coleman’s, August-December 1814), 
Virginia Militia. The data is exactly the 
same as Henry Burricker’s  service 
record (see Newsletter No. 11) except 
that Martin is not charged for any 
clothing and his name also appears as 
Borrucker  and Barucher.

Martin Boroker  – 1 FWM under 10, 1 
FWM 26-45, 3 FWF under 10, 1 FWF 
10-16, 1 FWF 26-45.

Martin Buraker – 4 FWM under 10, 
1 FWM 10-16, 1 FWM 26-45,  4 FWF 
under 10, 2 FWF 10-16, 1 FWF 16-26 
 
1830 Census, Shenandoah Co. VA 
Borocker, Martin – 2 FWM 10-15,  
1 FWM 40-50, 1 FWF under 5, 2 FWF 
5-10, 1 FWF 15-20 [First wife dead] 
 
1840 Census, Champaign Co. OH, 
Jackson Township: 
M. Burruker – 2FWM 20-30, 1 FWM 
60-70, 1 FWF 10-15, 2 FWF 20-30, 1 
FWF 60-70. 
 
1850 Census, Champaign Co. OH, 
Jackson Township: 
Buroker, Martin,  age 70 
 David, age 37 
 Sarah, age 26 
 James, age 6 

 Mary A., age 3 
 Louisa, age 6 months 
 
Church Records – Baptism Book of 
the Mt. Calvary Lutheran Church at 
Luray, Virginia (formerly Gomer’s or 
Comer’s Church on Hawksbill).  
Page 1 (in the original manuscript): 
 
Martin Buracker  and wife Nelly: 
 A son born December 19, 1818, 
name David, sponsors David Prentz 
and wife Margaretha. 
 Barbara, born August 1, 1807, 
baptized August 30, 1807. Sponsor 
Barbara Printz. 
 Salome, born October 24, 
1808, baptized January 17, 1809. 
Sponsors George Printz and wife 
Magdalena. 
 Joseph, born June 23, 1810, 
baptized November 19, 1810. Sponsor 
George Printz. 
 Johannes, born December 6, 
1811, baptized March 14, 1812. 
Sponsors Johan Offenvacher and his 
wife. 
 Christian , born September 17, 
1820, baptized by the Rev. Pastor Paul 
Hinkel, February 25, 1821. Sponsor 
Elizabeth Walsch. 
 A daughter born May 11, 1823, 
named Magdalena. Sponsors William 
Somer and Magdalena Somer. 
 A daughter born August 15, 
1827, named Nellie. Sponsor Christine 
Becher (p. 15, The Record of 
Hawksbill Church 1788-1850, Page 
County, VA, published by Shenandoah 
History, Edinburgh, VA, 1979). 
 
Other Records: Thanks to Linda 
Paulson, we obtained a manuscript, 
which fully documents the descendants 
of Martin Buroker. It is entitled, Some 
Northwest Pioneer Families and 
Various Related Families” by Larry H. 
Hemry, Copyright 1969, Portland, OR. 
The section on “The Buroker Family” 
takes 39 pages to trace Martin’s 
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descendants from Virginia to Ohio and 
Indiana and finally to Walla Walla 
County in Washington where many 
settled, leaving their mark at “Buroker 
Station” and “Burokersville.” 
 
The introduction says: “Martin Buroker  
was born in Shenandoah County, Virginia 
in 1780 and died in Champaign County, 
Ohio in 1854. Though one source asserts 
that he was the father of 18 children, there 
seems to be some doubt about that number 
among some of his descendants. 
Nevertheless, we do have the names of ten 
of his children” (Hemry, p. 94). 
 
The ten children given in Hemry’s 
manuscript-book are: Joshua, John, David, 
Martin, Joseph, Isaac, Daniel, Annie, 
Elizabeth and Nancy. The birth records  
Barbara, Salome, Christian, Magdalena 
and Nellie. We also have the marriage  
record of Walker C. Taylor to Sarah 
Buracher, 25 March 1829, daughter of 
Martin (Shenandoah Co. VA Marriages, 
1772-1853). The total number of names in 
all these records is 17. 
 
No wonder Martin’s descendants are so 
numerous. We cannot duplicate Hemry’s 
detailed work giving their vital statistics, 
but see Martin’s pedigree on Chart 9.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Editor’s Note written in February, 
2008:  The census records for 1810, 
1840 and 1850 have been added. Sandi 
Evilsizer Koscak sent us a court record 
dated 19 December 1855. It names 
Martin Buroker  as the father of 
eleven children, namely:  David, 
Nancy (Painter), John, Daniel, Eleanor 
(Taylor), Joshua Buroker of Indiana, 
Barbary (Avery) of Indiana, Joseph, 
Mary Ann (Mouser) of Indiana, 
Elizabeth (Smith) of Shelby Co. OH, 
and Sarah (Taylor/Stephens) deceased 
(Record Book 26, p. 227, Case No. 
4103, “David Buroker vs. Joshua 
Buroker and others”).  
 
Some websites give Christina 
Buroker  as being Martin’s daughter 
who married Lemuel Kite.  
 
The migration of Martin’s sons -- 
David, Joseph and John – to Walla 
Walla, WA was covered in Newsletter
