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The Children of Daniel & Elizabeth
Burricker/Buracker — Part 7

N this series about the children and
descendants of Daniel and
Elizabeth Burricker, we come to:

10. Michael Burricker — Michael was

another prominent member of Daniel

and Elizabeth’s family and could have
been the eldest son. Daniel’s father
may have been named Michael and it
was common practice to name the first
son after his grandfather.

Michael was born between 1780 and
1790. He marrie@arbara Comer on

2 Dec 1811. Her father George Gander

Land Records, Shenandoah Co. VA

DB W p. 365, 17 Nov 1815Michael
Burricker and Barbara, his wife, to
Wm. R. Almond for $150 5/13 of 2/3
and 8/13 in another 1/3 of tract on
Hawksbill Creek inherited frorbaniel
Burricker ...crossing Baker’'s Run...in
Varner’s line...said 5 lots are
numbered in Commissioner’s Return a
No. 7, 9, 10, 11, 13 of which Michael
Purchased from other legatees: also 7
shares of widow’s dower.

DB A p. 37, 14 Jan 1832Michael
Burucker obtained land in East side of
Hawksbill Creek from John and
Elizabeth Ruffner. Consisted of 17
acres joining Christian Forrer now
Samuel Forrer.

DB A p. 193, 23 July 1832Michael
Burucker bought 17 acres in Luray
from William Christopher Columbus
Abbott of Spotsylvania County for
$250. Adjoins Christian Forrer’s and
said Michael's.

DB B p. 104, 25 Mar 1834 Above lot
conveyed to Michael’s heirs: Ann,
Elizabeth, Samuel, Joseph, Marry Ann
and Emily Jane.

WB A p. 105, 1834 Michael
Buracker’s estate settled. Heirs:
Barbara Buracker, widow, Joseph and
Samuel, infants, Betsy and Mary Ann,
infants, and Nancy Buracker.

DB C p. 337, 18 Sep 184& eratio F.
Wheat and Elizabeth of Clark Co. to
Barbara Buracker, 2" part, and John

H. Freeman, "8 part, portions of Lots 3

& 2 in Luray (tan yard lot) and same
lots mentioned iDB F p. 239

conveyed to John H. Freeman. Barbara
signs deed releasing her dower of said
land.
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There were 16 other land records
pertaining toMichael Buracker that
were recorded between 1816 and 1831.

Census Records

1820 census, Shenandoah Co. VA
(FWM = Free White Male)

Michael Buraker — 2 FWM under 10,
1 FWM 10-16, 1 FWM 16-18, 2 FWM
16-26, 1 FWM 26-45, 2 FWF under
10, 1 FWF 26-45 (equals 6 boys and
one girl)

1830 Census, Shenandoah Co. VA
Burocker, Michael — 2 FWM 10-15, 2
FWM 15-20, 1 FWM 20-30, 1 FWM
40-50; 1 FWF under 5, 1 FWF 10-15,
1 FWF 15-20, 1 FWF 40-50 (5 boys
and 3 girls)

The above census reports indicate
Michael and Barbara had 6 boys and 3
girls. We know about two boys
(Samuel and Joseph). Who were the
other four?

Other Records:“On Sept. 16, 1816
Lewis Ramey and Margaret his wife
for $552 sold the aforesaid lot No. 17
in the township aforesaid [Woodstock]
to Michael Burricker “ (p. 165,

History of Shenandoah Courtty John
W. Wayland). The same account is
also given on pages 109-110A8hort
History of Page County Virginihy
Harry M. Strickler. Michael Burricker
also purchased Lot 36 for $71.00 in the
second sale on May 9, 1815 (Strickler,
p. 103).

Michael Buracker was on the Grand
Jury in court on March 26, 1832
(Strickler, p. 139).

Children: Michael's sonJoseph E.
Burracker was born about 1819
according to the 1870 census when he
was age 51. He marriddary Koontz

on 13 Feb 1843 avid Koontz was
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bondsman@AR Marriages and Page
County Marriage Bongs Their

children listed in the 1870 census were
Mary, Martha, Charles, Emma and
David. Joseph was a judge for the
Springfield area in 1870 (Strickler, p.
381).

Michael’s other son waSamuel A.
Buracker, a merchant and man of
property in Luray, Virginia. Lake’s
Atlas for 1885 shows “Sam Buracker”
as having land near Hope Mills outside
of Luray. Strickler says he had a tan
yard at Sandy Hook (p. 308). And he
had at least one slave (p. 363). He was
involved in a court case on March 22,
1841 — Samuel A. Buracker vs.
Sebastian Poisil, Miles Riley, a wagon
maker” (p. 160).

Samuel marrie€aroline R. Aimond,
daughter oEdward Almond and
Barbara Roads,on 14 February 1839.
A record at the LDS archives in Salt
Lake City gives detailed information
about Samuel and Caroline’s family
history that we reported in Newsletter
No. 3. Information about the Almond
family was given in Newsletter No. 8
and Charts 2, 2A, 3 and 3A included.
