N this series about the children and

I descendants of Daniel and
Elizabeth Burricker, we finally
come to:

11. Philip Burricker — All we have
about Philip are the following two
records:

Land Tax List for 1816 -Philip was
taxed on 9 ¥ acres he had on the
Hawkshill.

DB Y p. 514, 5 Sep 1818Philip
Burricker to John Prince 1/13 part of
197 ¥ acres with 1/13 share of dower
from Elizabeth Burricker .

12. Polly Burricker — Neither is much
known about Polly and the records we
do have contain discrepancies.

Marriages in Rockingham County,
Virginia, 1778-1816page 15 — 1794,
TRESSLER, Charles(groom),Molly
Boroughiker (bride), Daniel Buricker
(father), David Buricker (surety),
signed in German.

Land Records --Shenandoah
County,VAN-511, 10 April 1804

and Polly his wife, which Polly was

the daughter and heir Bfaniel

Burucher late of County of
Shenandoabh....tract of land containing

Burricker deceased....”

[Editor's Note These records indicate
thatPolly (Burricker) Tressler later
marriedJoshua Summersls there a
marriage record?]

Shenandoah County, VA, Bk Z, p. 307,
6 July 1819:

Between Philip Summers Sen. &
Susannah his wife...consideration of
five hundred Dollars...one certain
moiety of Land lying and being on or
near the waters of Hawkshill
Creek...being Lot No. 6 of the Lands
Daniel Buricker died seized of being
the same conveyed I§harles

Drusler and Polly his wife (late Polly
Buricker one of the children and heirs
of Daniel Buricker dec’d) to John
Summers one of the children and heirs
at Law of the above named Philip
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Summers and said John Summers
having died leaving neither wife or
child of which said Philip Summers
Sen became the lawful heir.

13. Susanna Burricker— According

to Walter M Boraker, Susanna was
born in 1783. She marrigchristian
Harshbarger Jr. on 10 July 1803
(Shenandoah Co. VA Marriages, 1772-
1853. The bondsman wakseph
Burocher, her brother since her father
Daniel had died in 1801. Fauneil
Hershberger of New Richmond, IN has
given us the following information
about the Harshbarger family:

Christian Hershberger (Sr.) was born
in Germany some time before 1756
and died before 1805 in Shenandoah
County, Virginia. He married Caroline
Funk some time before 1776 and she
also died before 1805. Christian
Hirshberger was a Patriot in the
Revolutionary War and rendered aid to
the military forces by furnishing
supplies. The couple had a large family
of five girls and five boys namely:
Barbara, Daniel, Abraham (married
Elizabeth Boblef), Henry, Anna
(marriedGeorge Gandej, Maria
(marriedJohn Maggart/Maggard),
Elizabeth (married obias Blosse),

and Christian Il (marrieGusanna
Burocher).

Note These children were all named |n
Christian Hershberger’s will along
with another daughter named Susanna
(Harshbargers, p. 12. The marriage @
Abraham Hershbaerger aktizabeth
Boblet is questionable in this case.
One website gives such a marriage, but
Abraham’s parents are said to be
Abraham Hershberger and Hanna
Dustin, a different family.
Harshbargers’ book says Abraham
married 1) Catherine Trickler and 2)
Catherine Rinehart.
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Two more Harshbargers crop up in the
Boraker line in Indiana. Henry
Boroker’s daughteEve married
Christopher Harshbarger, son of
Christian 1l and Susanna and therefore
a cousin (se€hart 10 on page 4).
Henry's other daughter Lydia married
Abraham Harshbarger. The
Harshbarger Cemetery, Union
township, Montgomery County,
Indiana has the following record:
“Boraker, Mary A. [Henry Boroker’s
wife] age 79 years, died 19 May
1873.

A note at the bottom of this same
record book says: “Christian
Harshbarger b. 29 Aug 1776 at
Shenandoah Co. VA died 1 Dec 1858
at Lake Fork Settlement, lllinois and
returned to this cemetery for burial. In
1952 a descendant from lllinois came
to visit this cemetery, found the farm
tenant using the tombstone as a weight
to drag his plowed ground. She took
the stone to place in her family
cemetery” [at Atwood, lllinois].

7, 1978] from another “cousin”,
Kenneth F. Boraker, in which he

said: “In No. 11 you refer to the
Harshbarger family in the
Crawfordsville area in Indiana and this
stirred up a memory from long, long
ago back to my very early childhood. |
was just a little boy when | stayed for
part of a summer with a relative on a
small farm near Colfax, Indiana, and
one day we piled into a Model T Ford
and drove a little distance away to visit
some relatives named Harshbarger.
This was another and larger farm and
about all | can remember is that there
were a number of people old and
young, big and little. The house and
barn were pretty well dilapidated and
the style of living somewhat
primitive.”

Kenneth is the son d¢fred T. Boraker
and grandson d¥lartin V. Boraker
(seeChart 7 at the bottom).

The Montgomery County Magazine
(Indiana) in 1978 had an article about
the Harshbarger Covered Bridge
located in Crawfordsville.
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That completes the present series
covering Daniel and Elizabeth’s 13
children. Future reports, albeit less
frequent, will give more details about
various lines and keep you informed of
our progress.

Editor’s Note written in March 2008:
Since this newsletter was written in
1978, a book about the Harshbarger
families was published in 1983
entitled,Our Harshbarger Family
From Christian | to Méy Ralph and
Wilma Harshbarger. That led to the
publishing ofNewsletter No. 32about
the “Boraker & Harshbarger Families
in Montgomery County, Indiana.” It
was sent out in June 2006.

The Harshbargers’ book reproduced
the will of Christian Harshbarger II.
In it he said, “It is my will and desire
that my bed and bedding, one chest,
one wooden clock, one table and fouf
chairs be equally divided between
Barbara Masterson and Sarah
Harshbarger by my Executor”
(Harshbargers, p. 17). It has been
assumed that both women were
daughters of Christian and Susanna.
Barbara was definitely a daughter as
the will later pointed out. But there is
no mention that Sarah was a daughter.
Then who was she related to?

Christian’s wife Susanna (Burricker)
died in May 1855. Shortly afterward
Christian moved to Piatt County,
lllinois to live with his sorDaniel until
he died on December 1, 1858. Danie
and his wife Hulda had a daughter
namedSarah. She marriedoseph
Baker on April 12, 1860 — just over
two years after Christian’s death in
1858. She was undoubtedly the “Sarah
Harshbarger” mentioned in his will.
She would then be his granddaughte
not daughter.
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
