 Samuel & Caroline 

(Almond) Buracker 
 

Two persons responded to my appeal in the Page 
News and Courier. I thank Mrs. Charles Waters 
of Baldwin, Maryland for sending me a leaflet 
about the Shenandoah Valley and an article about 
the wedding of Gary K. Buracker and Laura 
Smith. I’m now in correspondence with Gary and 
have a list of 30 other Buracker families in Page 
County. 
 
Thanks also to Ailene Cary Black of Luray for 
responding and telling about her family history. 
She is a descendant of Samuel and Caroline 
(Almond) Buracker and she remembers the old 
Buracker home that stood on the corner of Main 
and Hawksbill streets (called the Buracker 
corner). It was sold when the last child died. 
 
The Black family have a silver coffee urn that 
was given to Samuel and Caroline by their seven 
children on their 50th wedding anniversary. The 
urn is marked: “1839-1889 Feb. 14th S.C.B. – 
Their 50th Anniversary.” Their daughter Mary 
Alice was Ms. Black’s grandmother who married 
John Beatty Seibert on 21 Jan. 1868. 
 
Harry M. Strickler must therefore be in error 
when makes the statement on page 373 of his 
book, A Short History of Page County, Virginia 
that Lt. Com. William H. Buracker “is the son of 
William and Caroline Gahle Buracker and the 
grandson of Michael Buracker and wife, 
Caroline Almond.” 
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I know that the wife of Michael Buracker was Barbara 
Comer/Gander – not Caroline Almond. Samuel’s wife 
was Caroline as Strickler himself says on page 257: The 
deed to the Broad Street lot is dated March 8, 1849, 
wherein Barbara, Nancy, Mary Ann and Samuel A. 
Buracker and Caroline, his wife convey a lot to Peter 
Price, Edw. Almond, John Lionberger, Mann Almond, 
and Asahel Slusher, Trustees of Mt. Carmel Church.” 
 
Strickler’s list of people on page 103 who purchased 
lots in Luray on May 9, 1818 shows that the Sibert, 
Almond and Buracker families were close neighbors. 
For example: 
Lot No. 21 – Joseph E. Sibert 
Lot No. 22 – Edward Almond (Caroline’s father) 
Lot No. 30 – Wm. R. Almond 
Lot No. 34 – Wm. S. Marye (related to Sibert) 
Lot No. 36 – Michael Burricker 
 
Future newsletters will examine the Almond/Buracker 
connection. 
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
