ENRY BOROKER was the son of Daniel and Elizabeth Burricker (see 
Newsletter No. 11). After he died on the 19 May 1876, his estate was settled 
according to the following:

Said Administrator charges himself with amount of proceeds of sale of personal 
property at private sale (55.00) and with amount of notes and accounts mentioned in 
inventory on file (1370.00). And amount of cash on hand at the time of said decedents 
death (38.00).
