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The Boraker Families from Indiana

Henry Daniel Boroker 1789-1876

HIS newsletter begins a series
about the Boraker families that
lived in Montgomery County,

Indiana. We begin witkenry D.
Boroker (as he spelled his surname in
Indiana) who marrietlary Ann

Barton, daughter of Frankey Barton, at
Woodstock, VA.

The date of the marriage bond was 10
January 1814. The actual marriage
would have been some time after that.
Henry’'s surname on the document was
spelled Buracker”. See next column.

Henry was one of the 13 heirs named
in the estate foDaniel Burricker, a
residentof Shenandoah County,
Virginia. Daniel Burricker died in
1801. His farm of 157 acres was
divided among his widow Elizabeth
and 13 children. The recorddB V

pp. 675-678, 27 May 18Itames the
heirs as being: “Eve Prince, late Eve
Burricker, Christianna Griffith, late
Christianna Burricker, Polly Tressler,
late Polly Burricker, Martin Burricker,
Susannah Harshbarger, late Susannah
Burricker, Adam Burricker, the said
Michael Burricker, the saidlenry
Burricker , Joshua Burricker, John
Burricker, Philip Burricker and Joseph
Burricker....”

After only eight months of marriage
Henry left his new bride to take part in
the War of 1812. His name on the

military record wadHenry Buracher.
He served from August to December
1814 as a private in Capt. Daniel
Strickler's Company of Infantry, in the
6" Regiment of the Virginia Militia.
For his service, Henry received a
Bounty Land Warrant of 40 acres in
1850 and another 120 acres in 1855.

Henry and Mary Ann’s first son
Daniel was born in Virginia in 1816.
LaterWilliam H. Boroker was born in
Ohio in 1817 Henry Burriker

Searny flir cechocs
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appears in the Ohio census for 1820
along with his brotheAdam

Burriker . Henry and his family
migrated to Indiana before 1840.

Charles Jones said: “In checking the
death records owilliam H. Boraker,

my G.G. Grandfather, | find they show
Henry D. his father as being born in
1789 (death records bk. 37, page 48).
Mary Ann Barton, Henry’'s wife died
May 19, 1873 per stone in Harshbarger
cemetery” (Letter to Robert Boraker,
April 6, 1977).

Census Rccords

The 1820 censusr Mad River
Township in Champaign County, Ohio
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givesHenry Burriker as head of
household with 2 males under 10, 1
male 16-26, 1 male 26-45, 1 female
under 10 and 1 female 16-26.

The 1830 censusr the same area
givesHenry Boroker (listed as
“Browker”) as head of household with
1 male under 5, 2 males 10-15, 1 male
40-50, 2 females under 5, 3 females 5-
10, 1 female 10-15, 1 female 30-40.
That makes a total of nine children at
that time.

The 1840 censusr Wayne Township

in Montgomery County, Indiana gives
Henry Boroker as head of household
with 2 males 20-30, 1 male 50-60, 2
females 5-10, 2 females 10-15, 2
females 15-20, 1 female 40-50. That is
a total of eight children at that time.

The 1850 censusr Union Township
in Montgomery County, Indiana gives

Indiana Marriage Collection, 1800-

Harshbarger on 19 September 1839
Daniel Boraker married Nancy W.
Jackson on 18 February 1841.
William Boraker married Lucinda
Jackson on 28 October 1841

Sarah Boraker married Charles
Dewitt on 17 April 1845
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Polly Boraker married John Ross on
11 January 1846

From other marriage records we find
the following:

Mary A. Boraker married John E.D.
(“Ely”) Mount on 11 October 1855

Tax Records

The 1830 Tax Recofdr Mad River
Twp., Champaign Co., OH lists the
following: Henry Boroker: 3 horses,
value $120; 2 cattle, value $16. Tax:
$1.02

Land Records

The Bounty Land Warrant 3573-40-
1850 issued télenry BOROKER or
BURACKER was issued to enter the
NE quarter, Section 19, Township 28
North, Range 5 West, at the land office
in Minasiac, Indiana. The land was
patented tdHenry BOROKER April
1852 and recorded in Vol. 21, p.191.
The patent was sent BOROKER 7
June 1852 at Crawfordsville, Indiana.

The land entered by Henry is in White
County, Indiana in the most northerly
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northwest corner of the county and in
Monon Township. The land would be
nearer to a small town named Lee than
to the town called Monon. (Source:
Joseph Coulter, researcher).

Henry, Daniel and William Boraker
had property together in Section 34 of
Township 19, Range 5. Specifically,
their farms were located on what is
called today N 400 W and between W
100 N and Division Road.

Charles Jones lived in Crawfordsville
when he wrote a letter to Robert
Boraker in 1977 about the Boraker
property. He saidl have been
studying the abstract of the three
farms of Henry, William and Daniel
[Boraker].... Recently | went to
Daniel’s old farm and the present
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owner took me back to a large
clump of trees and we examined
the old house and spot where
Daniel and Nancy had a sizeable
‘Green House’. The old dug well
and pump is still there but very
rusty and time worn.

“It was very interesting to examine
the old abstract that the present
owner had which was quite lengthy.
It showed most all of the Borakers
and their wives. It seems at one
time a one acre plot of Daniel's
farm was sold to some people by
the name of Demorat who has a
daughter who is still living. | am
going out to see her to see what
she knows. The records show that
Samuel and Arena Masterson sold
Henry part of his farm 23 Sept.
1830 and another part 14 Aug.
1839 and the same man sold
Daniel his farm 7" Sept. 1844.
Henry's old house is still standing
and the farm is pretty much the
same....

“The abstract held by the present
owner of Daniel's farm goes
something like this: Original 160
acres was a U.S. Land Grant made
to Ebenezer Jackson, father of
Nancy Windsor (Daniel's wife) and
Lucinda (William’s wife), U.S. Grant
record certificate of patent No.1518
dated 10 April 1824 recorded Feb.
18, 1921, Deed record No. 119,
page 201. James C. Jackson ,
Nancy and Lucinda’s brother, sold
160 acres to John Townsend Nov.
29, 1834. Then John Townsend
and wife Sally sold to Henry,
William and Daniel Boraker Sept.
23, 1830 and 1839”" (Letter dated
April 15, 1977).

The old Harshbarger cemetery was in
Section 35 and near to the Boraker
farms in Section 34. That is where
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Henry and Mary Ann Boroker were
buried. The USGenWeb Project once
published a list of tombstones in the
Harshbarger Cemetery. It included:

Mary A. Boraker died May 19, 1873,
aged 79y

Henry Boraker died May 19, 1876,
aged 87 y 4m 10d".

Daniel Boroker administered the
estate of his fathédenry Boroker

and reported the accounts to the court
on April 10, 1878. The full details
were reported in Newsletter Number
21. Shares of the estate valued at
$1607.00 were distributed to: William
Boroker, Daniel Boroker, Mary A.
Mount, Ellen Albertson, Abraham
Harshbarger, Elizabeth Mingus, Polly
Ross, children of Eve Harshbarger,
Sarah DeWitt and others.
