They had three children and their
daughterSarah Ellen DeWitt married
John Wilson Hutton who had a

granddaughter namdriuth (Brown)
Henry.

When | saw Ruth Henry’s entries in
Genealogical Helpeback in1976, |
wrote to her because of her interest in
the Boraker/DeWitt branch. We
corresponded and exchanged
information for several years. Much of
the information in this newsletter has
come from her. She also provided the
letters from Daniel and William
Boroker published in Newsletters 19
and 20. In one letter to me, Ruth said
Daniel’s sister Sally or Sarah DeWitt
died in March 1878 because of breast
cancer.

In her letter of December 12, 1977,
Ruth made this comment: “My aunt
Ella Hutton BREWER told me the
other day, ‘Grandma BORAKER was
blind.” Grandma to her was the mother
of Sarah Ann BORAKER DeWitt.”
That would be Henry's wife, Mary

Ann who was thought to be blind. We
know that she had a bad fall shortly

Sarah Ellen DeWittwas born on
February 10, 1846 in Crawfordsville,
Montgomery county, Indiana. She
marriedJohn Wilson Hutton on
February 14, 1861 in Birdville, Tarrant
Co. Texas where John was born on
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December 3, 1838. John became a
Confederate soldier in the Civil War.
John and Sarah Ellen were Ruth
Henry's grandparents. She wrote about
them inThe History of Grayson

County, Texagproduced by the

Grayson County Frontier Village,
published in 1979. Here are excerpts:

Both Sarah Ellen and her husband John

Wilson Hutton were buried in the
Collinsville Cemetery, Grayson
County, Texas.

Amos Thompson DeWitwvas born on
February 10, 1849 in Crawfordsville,
Indiana. He first marrie8radley
Hudsonon April 22, 1873 in Franklin
Co. Arkansas. His second marriage
was toSarah Ann (“Sallie”) Hudson
who was born September 13, 1860 in
Prairie Twp., Franklin Co. Arkansas.
The marriage was on May 18, 1876 in
the same county. Amos died on
November 23, 1915 in Charleston,
Franklin Co. Arkansas. Amos and
Sallie had six children as follows:

The Monroe Family Connection

In her letter dated April 15, 1982, Ruth
Henry said the mother of Charles H.
DeWitt, Sr. was a daughter of
Solomon Monroewho had a farm in
Montgomery County, Indiana that they
left to Charles H. DeWitt. Daniel and
Nancy Boroker mention “Uncle Billy
Monroe” in their letter to Charles and
Sarah DeWitt dated February 13, 1878
(see Newsletter No. 19). Ruth thought
Billy Monroe “was a brother of
Solomon Monroe and a son of Moses
Munro. Solomon was therefore the
grandfather of Charles H. DeWitt who
married Sarah Ann Boraker.”

When Solomon Monroe’s will was
probated in June 1851, it mentioned
Solomon’s wife Mary, his daughters
Melinda Kennedy, Nancy Knapp and
his grandchildren: Charles DeWitt,
Milton DeWitt, Jane DeWitt and Ira
DeWitt (Montgomery County, Indiana,
Probate Order Book 5, page 497). Ruth
Henry said these DeWitt children were
reared by their grandparents, Solomon
and Mary Monroe.
