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The Almond Mystery Finally Solved 
 

 
 HANKS to Eilene Cary Black 
and Mrs. Isabel E. Allmond, the 
“Almond Mystery” given in 

Newsletter Number 5 has been solved.   
 
I mentioned five statements taken from 
the book, A Short History of Page 
County, Virginia by Harry M. 
Strickler. The statement didn’t agree as 
to who the father of Mann Almond 
was. Most of them indicated that his 
father was Edward Almond Sr. since 
Mann had a brother called Edward 
Almond Jr. But there was that puzzling 
statement on page 364 taken from an 
article in the Page Courier published 
in 1877, which said: 
 
“Mann Almond further recites that his 
father, William R. Almond, (Sr.), 
came to Page in 1796 from Culpeper.”  
 
Mrs. Isabel Allmond of Washington 
D.C. has given me the family history 
that which proves that Edward 
Almond Sr. is indeed the father of 
Mann Almond as well as Edward Jr. 
William Roe Almond was also his 
son.  
 
Edward Almond Sr. was born in King 
and Queen County, Virginia and died 
in 1806 near Luray, Page County. He 
married Lucy Dismukes of Caroline 
County, Virginia. They moved from 
King and Queen County to 
Munnelsville, one mile south of the 
present site of Luray, Virginia. The 
year was 1796. 

 
In a Genealogy of Mordacia Cooke, 
of King and Queen County, Virginia,  
there is the name of Emanuel Almond 
who witnessed a document in 1769. 
This could be the father of Edward 
Almond Sr. and would explain why he 
named his son Mann – the short form 
for Emanuel. 
 
The three Almond brothers – Edward 
Jr., William and Mann – were all 
merchants and influential men in the 
Luray area during the early 1800s. 
William and Edward, together with 
their brother-in-law John H. Rhodes, 
were among the purchasers of some of 
the very first lots sold in the town of 
Luray in 1812. William R. Almond 
was one of the justices in the first court 
of Page County held in Luray in May 
1831. 
 
Further details about the Almond 
family are given in the book, A Short 
History of Page County, Virginia by 
Harry M. Strickler.
