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The Children of Daniel & Elizabeth 
Burricker/Buracker – Part 1 

 
 
 ANIEL  and Elizabeth 
Buracker (spelled “Burricker” 
in early records) had at least 13 

children. Most, if not all, Buracker, 
Buroker and Boraker families in 
Virginia, Ohio and Indiana are their 
descendants. Fortunately, 13 children 
are named as heirs in the following 
deed records of Shenandoah County, 
Virginia: 
 
DB V pp. 675-678, 27 May 1815 – In 
this deed Henry, and his wife Anna 
Burricker  along with Michael 
Burricker, with his wife Barbara , 
sell 1/13 part of 40 ½ acres and 2/13 
part of 157 acres to Martin 
Burricker ; “the said 40 ½ is the 
Dower of the widow Elizabeth 
Burricker widow of Daniel 
Burricker deceised  the said 157 acres 
is that part two thirds which is divided 
into thirteen parts amongst the legatees 
of said deceedant….namely Eve 
Prince, late Eve Burricker, 
Christianna Griffith , late Christianna 
Burricker, Polly Tressler, late Polly 
Burricker, Martin Burricker , 
Susannah Hershbarger, late 
Susannah Burricker, Adam Burricker , 
the said Michael Burricker, the said 
Henry Burricker, Joshua Burricker, 
John Burricker, Philip Burricker , 
Elizabeth Burricker and Joseph 
Burricker….” 
 
The land mentioned was on the Big 
Hawksbill Creek near Blosser’s Mill  

 
and Varner’s Mill or what was later 
known as Blosserville Stoneyman. 
 
DB W p. 50, 27 May 1815 – “Joshua 
Burricker and Martin Burricker 
and Ellender [Eleanor] his wife 
convey to Michael Burricker  “their 
respective shares of the widow 
Elizabeth Burricker’s dower which is 
40 ½  acres being a third part of the 
plantation which Elizabeth, widow of 
said Daniel, died seised….” 
 
DB W pp. 91-93, 12 Sep 1815 – In 
response to a Court Order dated March 
1815, a survey and division of land of 
Daniel Burricker , deceased, and the 
assigned dower was executed. The 
year 1815 seems to be about the time 
that Elizabeth, the widow, died. Her 
husband Daniel died around 1801. 
 
 
DB W pp. 365-368, 17 Nov 1815 – 
“Michael Burricker , and his wife 
Barbara, convey to William R. 
Almond “5/13 of 2/3 and 8/13 in the 
other third of a certain tract on the big 
Hawksbill Creek, being the same 
which Daniel Buracker died 
seised…and is bounded as follows viz: 
Beginning at a locust on the south side 
of said creek, thence with Comer’s 
patent line, crossing said 
creek…crossing Baker’s Run to a pine 
thence…to a small pine…then with 
Sumner’s line…to a sassafrass tree in 
John Varner’s line….”

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Daniel died intestate and left said land 
“to all of his children of whom there 
are thirteen in number, namely, …. 
(same as DB V p. 676). Although 
“Burricker” is the spelling consistently 
used throughout these deeds, the 
Court’s acknowledgment on page 367 
mentions “Michael Boroker” and 
“Barbara Boraker” the wife of 
Michael Boraker.” 
 
Here are more details about those 13 
children and their descendants. In 
alphabetical order, we begin with: 
 
 
1. ADAM BURRICKER – Adam was 
born in 1768 since his death record in 
Champaign County, Ohio gives his 
date of death as 18 Sep 1851 and his 
age at death was 65 years, 5 months. 
He was buried in Prince Cemetery 
located in Madriver Township 
southwest of Westville, Ohio. He and 
Martin were the ancestors of the 
Buroker  families in that part of Ohio. 
 
Adam married Elizabeth Pence, 
daughter of Lewis Pence, on 13 June 
1812 (Shenandoah Co. VA Marriages). 
He was involved in the following land 
transactions: 
 
DB F p. 463, 25 Aug 1806 – Will of 
Joseph Burucker (as spelled): “To my 
brother Adam all the land which I have 
in possession and all my horses…the 
said Adam to maintain my mother for 
her lifetime.” Probated 8 Sep 1806 and 
affirmed by Adam Boraker (as 
spelled). 
 
DB Q kp. 131, 28 Nov 1807 – Michael 
Buracker and Christena Griffith  sell 
their inheritance to Adam Buracker 
for $45. 
 
DB T p. 286, 19 May 1812 – Adam and 
Eve Prince sell their inheritance from  

 
Daniel Buracker to Adam Buracker 
for $50. 
 
DB AA p. 48, 26 Aug 1815 – Adam 
Burricker  and Elizabeth, his wife, of 
Bath Co., VA convey to Michael 
Burricker  for $1,000 their share with 
four other shares conveyed to Adam 
Burucker by Eve Prince and Adam, 
her husband, of William Griffith and 
Christena 5/13 of 197 ½ acres. 
 
This was just after Adam’s mother, 
Elizabeth, died. Since he no longer had 
to care for her, he sold his land and 
migrated to Champaign County, Ohio 
where he appears in the 1820 census. 
His sister, Eve Prince, was already 
there. The 1830 census shows Adam 
and Elizabeth as having three boys and 
three girls. Most of their names haven’t 
been established yet. One daughter was 
Susannah who married George W. 
Minnick , a blacksmith in Westville, 
Ohio. According to History of 
Champaign County, Ohio by Beers, 
their marriage date was 28 Aug 1834 
and they had eight children, three of 
whom were Israel, Sylvester and Noah. 
Susannah died in 1848 (p. 720). 
 
The 1830 Tax Record for Madriver 
Township, Champaign county lists 
Adam as having the following 
property:  Range 1, Twp 4, Sec. 28, 
SW ¼; 97 acres. Value $185. 
 
 
Pedigree Chart 5 on page 5 gives some 
of the descendants of Adam and 
Elizabeth (Pence) Burricker.  Future 
newsletters and charts will give more 
information about the marriage 
connection between the Pence and 
Buroker families. 
 
 
2. CHRISTENA BURRICKER – 
Christena or Christiana Burricker was 
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born about 1776. She married William 
Griffith  on 29 December 1816. He 
was born about 1781. 
 
According to DB Q p. 131, 28 Nov 
1807, Michael Buracker and 
Christena Griffith, wife of William 
Griffith , sold their inheritance 
received from Daniel Buracker to 
Adam Buracker, for $45. Here are 
their signature marks: 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3. ELIZABETH BURRICKER  – The 
records for Page County, Virginia give 
the following land transactions: 
 
DB A p. 140, 3 April 1833 – Elizabeth 
Buracker sold 3 1/3 acres to John 
Prince Sr for interest (1/13 of 40 ½ 
acres, which was her mother 
Elizabeth’s dower, 1/3 of 197 ½ acres, 
inherited from Daniel Buracker). 
 
DB C p. 264, 14 Mar 1835 – Elizabeth 
Burucker  to Peter Printz for $25 a 
piece of land (3 acres) on Big 
Hawksbill, bequeathed to Elizabeth by 
her father, beginning in John Printz’s 
line. 
 
DB C p. 481, 27 Apr 1838 -- Sold 10 
acres to John Printz Sr. for $131.50. 
The land on the Big Hawksbill was 
part of Daniel Burricker’s  division. 
Begins at corner in Big Hawksbill 
leading from Blosser’s Mill to Punk 
Run and corner to the lot conveyed by 
said Elizabeth to Peter, Abraham and 
George Printz then with the road, 
corner to aforesaid lot and in a line 
with said John Printz Sr.’s land then a 
straight line with Printz and Joshua 
Somer’s land to the road leading past 
the house of Daniel Printz Sr. to 

Isaac and Jacob Print’s sawmill 
thence down said road to the corner of 
the tract conveyed by Martin 
Burucker to said John Printz Sr. then 
a straight line with Printz’s land to the 
beginning. 
 

 
Editor’s Note written in January 2008:  
The Brentz/Printz families had 
property on the Big Hawksbill creek as 
well as the Burackers.  Both families 
attended the Mt. Calvary Lutheran 
Church nearby.   It is also interesting to 
notice that when Johan Philip Brentz 
wrote his will on December 6, 1793, it 
was witnessed by Philip Somers, 
Balser Sauer and “Daniel Burucher” 
(pages 3-4, Into the Valley by Charles 
F. Printz).  Newsletter Number 10 will 
give more information about the 
relationship between the Pence, 
Buracker/Buroker and Printz/Prince 
families.
