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I, Andrew Elder of Madison County, Kentucky by knowing that there is a time appointed unto all men to die and having lived to a good old 
age, and having accumulated property and being thankful to Almighty God for all the blessings of which I have been the recipent in this life 
now make the following disposition of my property as my last will and testament.
1st- I ask that all my just debts be paid if I have any at the date of my death
2nd- After the payment of my burial and funeral expense desire that an equal division of all my property shall be made amongst all my 
children without any distinction whatsoever, and where one of them is now dead or may die I wish the share of that one to go to the children 
of my child so deceased, if these be any and if none, then such shall revert back to the other brothers and sisters equally to their children.
3rd-After my death I desire that my negroes, my house, my household furniture or whatever property I may possess of either real or 
personal should be sold and the proceeds be divided as here in before directed
4th I desire that my son Andrew F. (J,?) Elder and my daughter Nancy Jane Cochran should hold in trust for the use and benefit of my other 
daughters their share or portions of my estate to them herein divided and for the use and benefit of their heirs of their bodies begotten- 
Elizabeth Kindred, wife of Nathaniel Kindred, Martha Ann Todd, wife of John Todd, Lucinda Hawkins, wife of Ed Weeden Hawkins, Mary 
Frances Wright, wife of Jesse Wright and Elvira Cochran, now deceased.
5th I desire my son Andrew F. Elder and daughter Nancy Jane Cochran hold in trust for her children the portion of my estate that is herein 
divised to my deceased daughter, Elvira Cochran and give all to them in equal portions as they become twenty one years old after having 
givin them whatever may be necessary for their support and education during their minority and the 5th provision shall apply to the children 
of any of my daughters that may die before the estate of my daughters that may die before the estate herein is givin her may be secured by

6th If either one of my sons-in-laws should be owing me anything at the date of my death the debt shall go to his wife or to her children if 
she be dead as a part of thier portion of my estate herein-before divided and be held by them against him till paid unless he should pay the 
debt before a distribution under this will and this clause shall apply to my sons and thier childern.
