Journals of George Nellis

A number of years ago, Grace Luebke, a Librarian at the Elmore
Library in Ottawa County, Ohio, transcribed the Journals of George
Lafayette Nellis. George (#4169) was the son of David Nellis and
Carooline Stedman. He was born in Harbor Creek, Erie County, PA on
1 Mar 1840. His obituary was published on 14 December 1920 in the
Elmore Tribune. He never married.

The journals that Grace transcribed were originally written on the back
of wall paper with an ink that George had made. All of the Journals are
in the Elmore Library. Here is an entry from 1891.

Monday, January 5, 1891

School begins again after a vacation. Miss Campbell, one of
the teachers, was turned out to make a place for Mrs. Byam, | was
told, and some did mot like the change. | met Stanton and David Oster
at their home and heard that the great iron works of East Toledo would
not be ready for business until February.

| was looking far A Cry from Macedonia but did not find it. |
looked in 4 or 5 song books and then quitted the room. My new horn
comb was missing. | got it of Rolla Freer. One of my summer hose |
did not find. Geo. Greiner gave me a nice, large, smooth, green apple
which | ate at midnight. Wesley Crozier was here a little while. After
they went out Wm. Sanders, John Lohr and Rolla Freer came in. Wm.
was quite lame, having been hirt by a horse.
