From 5 OPEN CHAMPIONS and The Musselburgh Golf Story by George M. Colville. 
"OLD WILLIE Park 
Willie was born at Wallyford, on the outskirts of Musselburgh, in 1833. He came of humble stock, his 
father being a ploughman, and when Willie was a young boy the family came to stay in a small cottage 
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across the road from Musselburgh Links.  
Willie's initiation into golf started with caddying, he and his younger brothers, Mungo and David, 
discovering money could be made to help out the family budget. The caddies' opportunity to play the 
game occurred in the summer evenings, when most of the gentlemen golfers had ceased playing for the 
day.   

It wasn't easy for Willie to find himself clubs and balls. They were expensive, and when Willie 
couldn't get a club he improvised. He found himself a thick stick that was hooked at the end, rather like 
a shinty stick. Such was his prowess with this unusual instrument, he made short work of his 
opponents, and it is said his driving and putting were marvelous. 
 In time Willie graduated to a few orthodox clubs and began to challenge the leading players among the 
caddies. His matches continued night after night in the summer evenings, and there is an epic match 
against one, Bob Cosgrove, which 
has been recorded. So titanic a struggle was it that they played fifteen rounds 
over the Links before darkness forced them to stop!  
Willie and his fellow caddies often played what were known as "The Baker's Hole s". These were four 
holes situated close to the top short hole and were so called due to a local baker delivering pies to the 
caddies. When he had  time, he challenged the caddies to a match on the four holes, which each 
measured around 30 yards and formed a square. It is said that Willie held the  record of five strokes for 
"The Baker's Holes" and became so proficient that  nobody would play against him!  
When Willie had defeated all the top Musselburgh men, he began to look  further afield for new 
opponents. The outstanding professionals in the golfing  world at that time numbered only four. Allan 
Robertson, Jamie Dunn, Tom Morris and Willie himself Unable to fix a match by any other means, 
Willie  boldly inserted a challenge in The Sporting Life newspaper to play Allan  Robertson, Jamie 
Dunn or Tom Morris. There was no immediate response, but  eventually, in 1853, at the age of twenty, 
Willie beat Old Tom Morris for a stake of £100. Old Tom, not to be outdone, challenged Willie in a 
return match and won his money back.  

Old Willie and Old Tom Morris dominated the Open in the inaugural years  and won six of the first 
seven Opens between them. Then Young Tom Morris  arrived on the scene and won in three 
consecutive years from 1868 to 1870 to win  the Belt outright. It is interesting to note that the first 
Open was played in mid-October and the thirty-six holes were completed in the same day, with the first 
competitor starting around 1.00 p.m.  
As well as his encounters with Old Tom, Willie played against some of the younger generation of 

professionals. These included Young Tom Morris, Davie Strath. and Bob Ferguson. Willie beat Young 
Tom over Musselburgh and St  Andrews by seven holes, but lost to him by one hole at North Berwick. 
He  defeated Davie Strath  by one hole at North Berwick, and in the two matches he  had with Bob 
Ferguson they each won once.  
There is an interesting story about Willie, which occurred on Musselburgh  Links. Playing with a Mr 

Nighton from Edinburgh, he was promised a good  watch if he drove a ball from the face of a watch at 
each of the nine holes without damaging it. (It is probable the watch used wouldn't be a very good one.) 
Willie succeeded in the performance without damaging the watch, but sad to say he never got the good 
one promised as the gentleman died two days after the playing of the match.  
Willie had a sad connection with the tragic death of Young Tom Morris's  wife and child. He and his 
brother Mungo were engaged in a challenge match  against Old and Young Tom at North Berwick in 
September 1875 when a  messenger brought a telegram to Old Tom informing him that his son's wife 
was  seriously ill in St Andrews. The match came to an abrupt halt when Young Tom was told the 
news. Father and son started off for St Andrews, but before they left a second telegram arrived bearing 
the news that Tom's wife and child had both died. However, Old Tom did not break this news. They set 
off in a yacht across the Forth on their sad journey and only when they were in sight of the pier did Old 
Tom break the news to his son. They were met by friends at the pier and made their way to Tom's home 
at the links. Young Tom played little golf after this shattering blow and he died three months later on 
Christmas morning. 
 I never actually knew Willie, who died in 1903 at the age of seventy after a  long illness, but the stories 
about him were legend. It was said about him that he never played a "friendly" match, but in his time 
professionals had a struggle to make ends meet, and it was almost a disaster if one finished on the 
losing side in a money challenge match, According to the Golf  Illustrated magazine of the day, by the 
early 1900s professionals when playing exhibition matches earned a fee whether winning or losing, but 
in Willie's day it must have been a serious business. 
In the same magazine it states that Willie's strongest forte was match play he was in his element in 
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man-to-man combat. He was compared with some of the players in the forefront at the turn of the 
century, and it was .said that had he played with more modern equipment and on courses which were 
now being cut with more regularity, he would have been without equal. 
   A.H.Doleman, a Musselburgh man writing in appreciation of Old Willie in Golf Illustrated on his 
death in 1903, states he was so deadly in putting when with in three or four yards of the hole that no 
living player could have held him. Mr Doleman said that " His son Willie takes after his father in this 
respect; but good putter as he undoubtedly is, I can hardly believe that he can ever equal to say of 
surpassing his father".    

Old Willie must have been quite a player, as he used to regularly play the nine holes of Musselburgh 
in well under 40. It was also considered normal for Willie to get "home" in two at The Graves hole, 
which measured 350 yards, when lesser mortals would be well short.    

His friend, Mr Doleman, says that Willie had one grand quality in his best days -- he was ready to 
play any man at any time and on any green. The fact that he hadn't played the course before made no 
difference to him. Mr Doleman says to his knowledge there was only one other man animated by a like 
spirit, and that was Young Tom Morris.    

Willie will always be remembered as being the first Open Champion and for his many battles with 
Old Tom Morris. Thus began a series of matches between Willie and Old Tom, and there is one match, 
played over four greens as they termed i t in those days, which had a sensational ending. After three 
rounds the came to the final round at Musselburgh with Morris one up. A large gallery of almost 2 ,000 
were present, and Willie, fighting back, became one up after 11 holes. At t he next, Mrs Forman's, Tom 
missed a short putt, which gave Willie the hole and made him two up with six to play. There was great 
excitement and Park's supporters cheered enthusiastically. Tom went into Mrs Forman's (the hostelry), 
as Willie summarised, merely for a refreshment, but never returned to continue the match ! It is said he 
objected to the undue partisanship on the part of some of the spectators. Willie waited about half an 
hour, then played out the remaining holes and claimed the match.

It is interesting that although Willie and old Tom had many battles with each other, they never  "hit 
it off" playing as partners, and it is said that they never won a match playing together. Willie was once 
quoted as saying about the non-success of their partnership, "I aye liket best to play against Old Tom."       

In 1860 Willie won the first ever Open at Prestwick with a score of 174. At that time Prestwick 
consisted of twelve holes and three rounds were played. Willie's scores for each round were 55, 59 and 
60. He was runner-up to Old Tom Morris in 1861 and 62. In 1863 he won with a total of 168, in 1864 
he was fourth, and he finished second in 1865."  
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"Of professional golfers who hail from Musselburgh, there are many outstanding names, whose repute 
has traveled far. Perhaps the most eminent were the members of the Park family. About the year 1853, 
this William Park came to prominence before the public. He and the far-famed Tom Morris of St 
Andrews played many matches with varying results, and , in 1860, in the first championship 
competition , Park won the belt. Both of his brothers , David and Mungo, were first-rate, especially 
with the putter. In 1874, Mungo gained the championship, beating young Tom Morris, then at his best. 
Young Willie Park was born in 1864 and in 1886, at Troon, scored his first honour, winning the 
championship next year at Prestwick.  

Willie Park, senr., was four times champion - in 1860 - 63 - 66 and 1875 and four times second. He and 
his brother were the only instances of two brothers winning this coveted honour. The case of father and 
son both being champions was afforded by the Parks-William senior and junior. This was paralleled by 
old Tom Morris and his lamented son, young Tom Morris."

Notes for MUNGO PARK: 
MUNGO Park SEN. 
Mungo was born at Quarry Houses in Musselburgh in 1835. He was one of five sons , the brother of 
Old Willie Park and the uncle of Willie Park Jun. Mungo took up the game as a youngster, but with few 
opportunities to earn a living at the game when he was young, he decided to go to sea. He severed his 
connections with Musselburgh and his golf in the early 1850s and did not return until the early 1870s. 
He had not lost his early skills at the game and started off by beating most of the local opposition on 
the old Links, with the exception of his brother, Old Willie. His big moment came when the Open was 
held at Musselburgh for the first time in 1874 and he won with a score of 159 for thirty-six holes. This 
was a record aggregate for the Open Cup and he relegated Young Tom Morris to second place on 161 
after Young Tom had won the Championship for three consecutive years in 1868, '69 and '70. George 
Paxton, another Musselburgh player, finished third with an aggregate of 162.  
Mungo was the professional at Alnmouth and laid out the course, and while there once had the 

distinction of holing out in two at the last hole, which from al l accounts measured well over 300 yards 
at that time. There is a story of a clergyman member of the club once playing a match with him there. It 
appears that Mungo was not altogether a total abstainer, and that the clergyman who made the match 
thought he might do worse than enlist the professional for a time in the tee total ranks. Should Mungo 
win the match he was to get ten shillings (50 pence) , but if he lost he was to take the pledge for six 
months. From start to finis h the contest was a close one, and Mungo only succeeded in halving the 
match b y holing a long putt at the last hole. The smile of relief that stole over the poor professional's 
countenance spoke more than words could utter. "The match being halved," said the clergyman, "we 
shall have another tomorrow on the 
same conditions." "No thanks," said Mungo, "it's been ower near".  
Mungo was also professional at West Silloth and entered from this club in the Musselburgh Open in 

1892. This must have been one of the last big events Mungo played in, as he was then fifty-seven years 
of age. 
 Mungo died in 1904 and the gold medal he won in the Open Championship of 1874 is today played for 
as the scratch prize at Grimsdyke Golf Club. ( The medal was sold at auction  in 2005 for £48,000.00)
