“EPHRAIM CARPENTER was of New England birth, having been born at
Sharon, Vermont, August 10, 1799/ When a young man he taught in the academy at
Greensburg, Pa., and there studied law. He commenced the practice of the law at Indiana
in 1819, and remained there until his death, June 10, 1860 (at the age of seventy years).
For many years he was deputy attorney-general for Indiana and adjacent counties. He
was exceedingly particular and precise in his business habits, and made an excellent
prosecuting officer.”
