3.. Charles Robert Woodworth 1871  birth record, marriage record, death certificate
4.. Mountavill Lafayette Woodworth 1836  Bible birth record, Civil War pension records,
marriage record, death certificate
5.. Daniel Woodworth 1801  documentation of affidavit for his father's
Revolutionary Pension with age stated and place of birth
6.. Daniel Woodworth 1752  Revolutionary Pension papers and documentation
of service in New York Militia,pension application says he was born in Ulster New York.
Benjamin Sears Will listing his daughter as Elizabeth Woodworth wife of Daniel
7.. ? Daniel 1721 This Daniel is not mentioned in Daniel 1699 Will of
1775 - one report speculates he had died; another says he had removed to NY.
In any event he did not return to New London Connecticut
8.. ? Daniel 1699  If we could prove the proceeding generation we could surmise the next two
generations with pretty good certainty
9.. Isaac 1658
10.. Walter 1612

I misquoted last mail . Daniel calls son Daniel either Eighth or Eleventh , hard to read ,
and leaves him 2 shillings not pounds and states because Daniel already had received
his proportion of the Estate .
The next is that of Isaac 1714.
Includes witness statements and inventory and better lists ages of children . Note age of
Son Daniel 18, birth date becomes 1696.

If anyone can't print out a readable copy let me know I will enhance at local printer and
send by reg. mail . I already have an address for Elizabeth .

So far the papers of J. B. Woodworth don't show anything on Leamon Sears W.or
Ephraim A. 1808 -1869 .
But I have more folders to check as well as the Collections of William Atwater W. and Dr.
