That the unanimous opinion of the recognized genealo-
gist so f the Association be reguired to after due examina
tion of the claims of a given line of descent to establish
aclaim of descent in & particular line.

That competent genealogists constitute the Genealo-
gicalfﬁnuudgg'of the Sssociation to be elected by the
Council without limit to—their term of eoffice,

Resolved that the Association take no action in regard to
religious,political,or legal affairs of any membesdsg of the
Association,nor undertake any inscurance scheme or other
financial obligations other than those pertzining to its
object in gathering and puttlishing genealogical data and
commemprating Walter Woodworth and his chilfren of the first
g neration born in America;neither shall it assess any eny
of its members dues or other invulary charges as the rice
of membership;but the Council at large may fix the price
of special works published under its direction but nothing
in this rule shall veigh against any member of the Associa-
tion acting privately as if here not a member towards any
member of the family of Woodworth., No member of the Associa-
tion shall be entitled to file a claim with the Association
for financial aid not growing out of work planned or done
in pursuit of the its objects as herein det forth., But
the Council may sub rosa give comfort and aid,to any worthy
member of th: Association(such as t§21ﬁ3§¥\9371 without

uséugf the funds of the Association ot-iiﬂfrecial gifts
provided for charitable purposes.

The ancestry of Walter Woodward,his birth-place,and
home in #ngland,
The wife of Walter Woodward and her ancestry,
The burial site of Walter Woodward =nd his wife in
Sciuate,mass, ?
Resolved that a suitable monument to wWalter Woodward and his
wife be erected in Scit ate.
That the descendants of the children of Walter Woodward
be invited to see to it that suitable monuments of
Walters sons and daughters be erected in the towns
where they may have died,
Resolved that the original homestead of Walter Woodward in
Scituate be inv.stigatiédn and if found possible pur-
chased as the headquarters of the Association and es=-
t blshied as a place of resort for members .f the fami

That the traditions concerning borthers of Walter Woodward
who came to nNew mngland and settled near him be investigated
and determined as to their truth or error,for which purpose
attention is called to that Henry Woodworth registered as a
freeman at Boston in 1643,believed to be the same as Henry
Woodward alias Woodworth of Dorchester in subsuquent years,;
2lso the relations of that Benjamin Woodworth of Scituate said
to have ©been killed in king Philip's war.

That an examination be made of the statement in Deane's Hist-
ory f Scituate that walter the original settler had a son
Walter junrior.

that lists be prepared of the Woodworths who served in the

Colonial wars and in the Revolutionary War,in the Civil War,
the 1panish War in Cuba, and in the war with Germany and Aus-
tria 1914-1919,

That efforts be made to complete the g nealogical record of
the wives of woodworths

That steps to be taken to preserve for future publica ion
any unpublished genealogical data in the hands of members of
the Association;that the cost of making copies or keeping
a card catalo ue of such nzies and data be borne by the Asso-
c.ation

That special committees be apppinted to investigate the
claims of disputed lines of descent or erroenous published
family lists involving the sssigning of a Woodworth to a
family of which he was not the ancestor where such can be
ascertained to have been done by geneologists,

To defray the costs of comuetent persons making copies of
town and church records or of government records relating to
Woodworths., and copying gravestone inscriptions.

To defreay the costs of printing such notices,circulars
~amphlets or journal relating to the genealogy of W odworths
as the council may deem advisable.,also of such mectings of
the Association as may be desirable and useful to the Associa
tion,
