"Few Americans realize that there are specific rules governing the display of Arms, and that they are
authenticated or granted by certain European countries for specific individuals, and depending upon the
nature of the patent or grant, may be passed on to their heirs, or may be modified upon proper
application by future generations. As explained in the N.Y. G.& B. Record, Vol. 103, No. 3, Americans
may obtain the confirmation of arms of their own design through the College of Heraldry in London. Itis
most improper to copy someone else's arms. In many countries it is illegal to display arms
belonging to others. If an American is entitled to Arms thru inheritance, then it is possible to have them
confirmed and published in this country by submitting the original grant from one of the Royal Houses
of Europe, the vital records of the immigrant, proof of his arrival in this country, and a few other details
to the Heraldry Committee of the N.E.H.G. Society. If all proof is acceptable, then the Committee will
publish the Arms in the Register." *

With the above in mind, you may assume that | am using the Woodworth Coat of Arns for
illustration purposes only, until Walter Woodworth's records can he established beyond a doubt for
submission to the Heraldry Committee of the I.E. H.G. Society for acceptance. Would anyone
like to take up that challenge!!

Mr. Fischer also submitted an additional account of Nehemiah Woodworth's Story (See Volume
1, #1 of Woodworth Newsletter) as told by Orlo Horton (1822-1890), Great Grandfather to Mr. Fischer
and who was the Town of Covert Historian. His son Joel (1857-1917) collected historical papers,
saved all of his father's speeches and recorded genealogical data and passed all the papers on to
Mr. Fischer. Orlo Horton's account was printed in the History of Tioga, Chemung, Tompkins and
Schuyler Counties, 1879 and is similar to the story printed in the first newsletter but not quite the same.
Mr. Fischer also enclosed "The Deborah Woodworth Tracy (WI-51-iv) Story" which appeared in
Yesteryears. This is a more detailed account of the family's journey from CT to Kingston, PA
and then their treck into NY State. So as not to be repetitious, excerpts could be reprinted in the
Woodworth Newsletter at a later date.

In this issue are two maps - one of England and Wales which shows the location of Kent where
Walter Woodworth may have come from. This map is from the Church of Latter Day Saints
Genealogical Dept. in Salt Lake City, Utah. The other area in question as to Walter's origin is the
Lancs. area. As you can see they are very far apart geographically. The second map is of the
Scituate, MA area where Walter Woodworth settled. According to History of Scituate by S. Deane,
1831, p. 9, Walter purchased the third lot on Kent Street; the first assignment being 12 Apr 1633 and the
second being 20 Feb 1634.

Lastly, | would appreciate getting Woodworth names and addresses from telephone books
across the country. | can get a lot of Woodworth names from the microfilm at a nearby library,
but the library only carries the larger cities and their telephone directories. The more members
we can get involved in this newsletter, the better chance we will have in clearing up problem
areas.

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WILL OF WALTER WOODWORTH

The following is from a typed copy of the will of Walter Woodward/Woodworth which has the N.E.
Historic Genealogical Society stamp on it. As regards this will, Barbara Cruchon (W3-314 line) has
inquired to the Secretary of State, Boston; Plymouth County Commissioners, Plymouth; and Probate &
Family Court, Plymouth, regarding this will to no avail. Also, the Archivist in the Secretary of State's office
checked the indexes of the Mass. State Archives, both wills and deeds, and found no reference to Walter
Woodward/Woodworth. She goes on to state that "it appears the will was never properly filed (even though
it apparently went through probate, there is no record there either). Rather surprising, that, once it was
'discovered' by Frank Woodward of Malden, MA, it would not have been properly placed among the other
Plymouth wills."

Has anyone ever made a personal search for Walter's original will? This is cerrtainly a big concern.
Perhaps others have comments about this dilemma, and there may even be someone out there willing to
launch a search for the handwritten copy. In any event, | submit for your perusal a copy of Walter
Woodward/Woodworth's Will.

ADDENDA

"Since the Descendants of Walter Woodworth was printed, Mr. Frank E. Woodward, of Malden, Mass.,
has unearthed the last Will of Walter Woodward, of Scituate, coming upon it quite by accident among the
records of deeds in Plymouth County, Mass. ....”

"In the name of God, Amen |, Walter Woodward, of Scituate, in the jurisdiction of New Plymouth in New
England, in America, being weak in body, but of sound and perfect memory, praise to Almighty God for
the same, do make this my last will and testament in manner as followeth:

First, and most principally, | commend my soul into the hands of Almighty God my creator, in and
through Jesus Christ, my only Saviour and Redeemer, and my body unto decent and ---- burial at the
discretion of my executors with the advice of the rest of my sons hereafter named.

And my temporal estate | dispose of as hereafter followeth:

Imprimis. | give and bequeath unto Thomas Woodward, my eldest son, a parcel of upland containing ---
--- acres, lying in Scituate aforesaid, bounded by the lands of Henry Ewell on the south and the Common
on the north, to be enjoyned to him and his heirs forever.

Item: | give unto my two sons, Thomas and Joseph, ---- acres of Marsh land, to be equally divided
between them, which lyeth by Suzons - bounded by the Marsh of Anthony Collimer on the east, by
the Marsh of Thomas Clap, deceased, on the north, in Scituate aforesaid to be enjoyned to them
and their heirs forever.

Item: | give to Thomas Woodward, my son, one-third part of all my land at Seconet, which |
purchased. The other two-thirds | give unto my two sons, Benjamin and Isaac Woodward, to be equally
divided between them, to be enjoyned to them and their heirs forever, excepting twenty-five acres, of
which | do give unto my son Joseph, to be enjoyned to him and his heirs forever. Ten acres of which | do
give unto my daughter, Martha, to her, her heirs forever, of which two quantities of land is to be
deducted out of the two-thirds of my land lying at Seconet given to my two sons, Benjamin and



Isaac aforesaid. All the rest of my land at Seconet, which is yet to be purchased, | give unto my
two sons, Thomas and Joseph Woodward, to be divided equally between them, to be enjoyned to
them and their heirs forever.

Item: | give to Benjamin, my son aforesaid, my dwelling-house with my barns and other
outhousing, with all my land, both upland and marshland thereunto belonging, that is to say, twenty
acres of upland, be it more or less, bounded by land of John Turner to the west and by land of Joseph Otis
to the east and six acres of marshland more or less bounded by the land of Joseph Otis to the northeast,
and by the first Herring Brook towards the south -- all of which said housings and land with all the
appurtenances thereof, the commons and privileges thereunto belonging | give to the said Benjamin,
my son, his heirs forever, always provided upon condition that my son, Benjamin, aforesaid, do pay and
allow the sum of seventy pounds unto my son, Joseph, and my six daughters, Sarah, Elizabeth, Mary,
Martha, Mehitabel and Abigail, ten pounds apiece, to be paid to them at three payments, viz, one-third part
of the said seventy pounds to be paid to my said children within three years after my decease and the
other two-thirds to be paid in the two following years, that is to say -- in each year a third of the said
sum of seventy pounds, and each payment to be paid, the one-half in silver and the other half to be paid
in corn; and (cattell?). Further, my will is that my son Benjamin, aforesaid, do allow my two daughters,
Mehitabel and Abigail, the lower room or parlor at the northeasterly end of my dwelling house aforesaid, for
their use during the time they do live unmarried.

Item: | give and bequeath unto my said two daughters, Mehitabel and Abigail, my feather bed with the
furniture thereunto belonging and all the rest of my household goods | give unto my six daughters,
Sarah, Elizabeth, Mary, Martha, Mehitabel and Abigail, to be divided equally among them. The
rest of my estate undisposed of by this my last will and testament, | give and bequeath to all my
children, all my debts, funeral expenses being first paid, to be equally divided amongst them.

Item: | do constitute and appoint my son, Benjamin, aforesaid, the sole executor of this my last will and
testament, whom | do appoint to pay all my debts and legacies and | do appoint my two sons, Thomas
and Joseph Woodward, overseers of this last will and testament.

In witness whereof, | have hereunto set my hand and seal the twenty six day of November, 1685.

WOODWORTH

The following is the first installment of a large "unplaced" Woodworth family descending from
Quebec, Canada, around the 1770's and going into New Germany, H.S. around 1804. To date we have
no substantial proof of whether this family is a part of the Walter Woodworth family of 1630 or if this
Quebec family came directly from England later than Walter Woodworth. There was a family of
Woodworths descending from Walter in the LaColle, Quebec area around this time-frame.
Whether the two families are connected is another question. Hopefully by publishing this Canadian
Woodworth family in its entirety over the next year, someone will he spurred on to investigate.

Canada?) Stated to have been a soldier in the British Army. Only one child known at this time:
