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A Word from the Historian's Corner

Word has reached me that some newsletters are arriving rather tatterad in
their journey through the mail. If this begins to be a continuous problem, I

would appreciate hearing about it as protective envelopes could be used in the
future.

Also, for those of you who are new subscribers and missed the first issue of
the newsletter explaining the coding system used in the Woodworth genealogy, I will
review Tt again. Walter Woodworth had four sons and si1x daughters. His four sons -
Thomas, Joseph, Benjamin and Isaac {in order of birth) - are designated as WT, WJ.
WE and WI regpectively. In a family grouping, every son and daughter is given a
Roman numeral and the sons who reach the age of 21 are given an additional Arabic
numeral . These numbers are assigned in chronological order and by looking at the
code, one can determine what generation a person belongs to, whether male or
female, his place among his siblings, and can calculate his own relationship to any
other descendant. If the male sibling marries and goes into the next generation
in the genealogy, he will have an asterisk (*) after his name and date of birth.

For Example: Using my own Code Number WE-323 241 1-i, at a glance I know immediately
I am of the Benjamin, son of Walter line (WE); by counting the places from "W" to

“i" T know I am the 10th generation in this country and by the Roman numeral at

the end, I am female {or in a small number of cases could be a male who didn't

reach his 21st birthday}. Furthermore by reading the code number backwards, I can
establish that I am the first dau. of the first son of the first son af the fourth
son and so forth..... down to Walter of 1630.

There has been some concern voiced about continuing to use speculation about
Walter's origin and that it may be a disservice to the family in general because of
the fact that descendants might think something has really been discovered. Contrary
to this, altho I can see the reasoning behind not using speculative ideas, I also
feal all sides should be presented so that a new researcher will know what has been
delved into to date, what to throw out and what to keep. It avoids duplicating
efforts. Also there is always the chance that speculation will indeed become fact.
By putting the small pieces together, perhaps we can make a whole someday.



Regarding the "speculation” that Walter married an Elizabeth Rogers., dau.
of Thomas Rogers of the Mayflower, the following is submitted by Barbara Crucheon
(WB-314 1ine) and is a reply received from Elizabeth Daniel who compiled Thomas
Rogers, Pilgrim and Some of His Descendants in 1980. "Whether Thomas Rogers
really had a daughter Elizabeth at all i5 a matter of theory. There are records
in Leyden, Holland, that suggest that two daughters lived there with their mother,
But I don't believe there has been absolute proof. Whether one or both of these
possible daughters ever came to America, we don't know........."

Barbara Crucheon goes on to say that the "Elizabeth Rogers (mentioned in
Vol. 1, #1 of the pewsletter - JWB), who married Jonathan Higgins, appears to be
the dau. of Lieut. Joseph Rogers, who was a son of Thomas Rogers. Elizabeth was
b, 29 Sept. 1639 and d. 1578."

Furthermore, she justifiably questions Walter's being on the Mary and John:
“The notion that Walter was on the Mary and John seems to me to be another
excellent story -- but I surely do not see the sTightest reason to believe Walter
was on that particular ship. There were alot of ships, many of which had no
passenger 1ists -- it's surely anybody's guess how and exactly when our Walter
came to America! We can make a good guess. from the early records of Plymouth
Colony---and nobody has yet come up with any record of him elsewhere.”

As a final note, a portion of this newsletter is devoted to Samuel Woodworth,
the Ppet. While visiting the yearly Labor Day book sales at our small town 1ibrary
Tast 3ept., out of hundreds and hundreds of books, I happened to pick up "The 01d
Oaken Bucket'by Bellamy Partridge, Thomas Y. Crowell Company, NY, 1949. It is an
hilarious story about an old, dilapidated house with a slightly spurious historical
past. The music and words to this song are on the end sheets of the book. On the
first page is the signature of Stuart Wilder, a well-known author and resident of
Newtown indicating the book was probably in his personal collection. It seemed to
be fate that my hands came to rest on this particular book: and, all for the
grand price of $1.00!!

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And, following up on the origin of the name Woodworth/Woodward, here are two more
¥arsions:

1. From a letter of 9 Jan 1985 from Francis B. Woodworth of La Jolla, CA.
' "Dear Mrs. Behan:-

I've enjoyed your Woodworth Family Newsletter and appreciate
all the effort you've put into it. Like you, I corresponded with
Maurice Woodworth and knew him as a tireless compiler and a fine man.
There is one point on which I must differ with you and Maurice
and that is the origin of our name. The prevailing opinion has
always been that it come from Woodward, meaning "wood warden,"”
"wood guard," “forest ranger.” in French, "du Boisgarde." In your



first newsletter, as I recall, it was stated that Woodward

was changed to Woodworth in America. Yet later on in the

same letter, it says that there were many Woodwards and Woodworths
in England long before the emigration to America. This latter
statement would appear to be true.

I wonder why we should not assume that the name Woodworth
means what it says: Wood plus Worth. The Oxford English
Dictionary, pre-sminent authority on the English language,
defines "worth" in one of its rarer senses as follows:

Worth (from 01d English)....an enclosed place, a homestead...
ProbabTy the 'worths' were farms or clearings made Tlater than
the original settlements.

Thus Woodworth would signify 'homestead in the woods.' This
gimple, direct derivation seems more acceptable to me than the

" traditional one claiming an affinity with Woodward. The suffix
'worth' graces a number of well-known English names such as
Bosworth, Chatsworth, Farnsworth, Kenilworth, Wentworth, Wool-
worth, etc.

This is .all conjecture, of course, and 1ikely to remain
so. What do you think of the 'house in the woods' theory?"

The surname is from an
officer in England, whose duty it was to protect the wood, and was swornm
to present all offenses against vert and venison (i.e., all plant and
animal 1ife in the forest) at the forest courts."

On the 23rd day of June 1692, Benjamin sold his land at
Scituate, Ris second wife Hannah signing the deed with him
and he removed to Little Compton, R.I., where hisg brother
Isaac had preceded him.

In 1703, Benjamin removed again to Lebanon, CT and bought
a large tract of land from Fhillip Smith on 25 Feb 1703, and
was admitted as inhabitant of the town on 22 Dec 1704,

In Lebanon land records 2:469 we find: "Moses Hoodworth
of Norwich sold to Benjamin Woodworth of Lebanon five acres
in Little Compton, Bristo] Co., Colony of Massachusetts Bay,
land being one-third of a 15-acre tract which was originally
Walter Woodworth's.

Benjamin deeded land to his eldest son Benjamin in Dec,,
17123 to sons Ichabod and Ebenezer 13 Feh 1717/18; to son
Amos, 6 May 1720; to som Ezekiel who was "to care for hic
honared father and mother" & May 1723; to youngest son Caleb,
21 Jan 1726727 . :

On 4 Noy 1714 Benjamin is said to have received land for
service rendered in King Phillip's War. It 1z believed this

They
were married at Bozrah, so for geographical reasons as
much as anything, it is my belief that it is this Ruth
who m. Caleb Fitch. (2} Ruth, dau. of WJ-11, Joseph,

b. 23 Jan 1728 at Little Compton. This family later lived
at Lebanon, and she may be the right Ruth.

By now, it is apparent that I do not think that Ruth,
dau. of WE-Benjamin ever married a Caleb Fitch. At least
she didn't marry the ome I found, because he wasn't born
until 1725, T believe Joseph Owen was her only hushand.
The 11 children shown were taken from the Owen Genealogy:
how many of them were by his first wife and how many by
Ruth, isn't known at this point.

I think that this is one of those errors made years ago

that has been perpetuated over the vears and is difficult
to get rid of."

Samuel learned the printer's trade at Boston. In 1809 moved to New York

City and established a weekly newspaper with George F. Morris and afterward with
N.P. Wi117s, They began publication of the New York Mirror. Samugl wrote
operettas ("The Forest Rose" being his most Successful) and Tyrics, of which

"The 01d Daken Bucket" is his best. Some years ago his numerous poetic stanzas
were published by Scribner and Company. The elder son collected these poems after
Samuel's death and fiad them published But the volume Gecame mastly a 1i6rary and
itstorical collection.

An apoplexy attack in 1837 resulted in paralysis, and ke lingered in a

crippled state until his death at his Mew York home. Despite all, he was amiable
and had a reputation of great honesty. In religion he was an ardent Swedenborgian.

Samuel Woodworth, the son of a Revolutionary
soldier, was born in Scituate, Massachusetts,
January 13, 1783, An interest in publishing led
him in 1806 to New York where he was editor of
many journals, such as the New York Mirror.

He also wrote operettas, “The Forest Rose™ being
his most successful, and lyries, of which “The Old
Daken Bucket™ is his best work.

Because of the stylistic affimity of the Portrait of
Sarmuel Foadworth to such works by Ammi
Fhillips of the 1517-1819 period as Portrait of
. B, Buel, 1818 ( Private Collection, New
Jersey |, it has been suggested that this canvas
is also by the artist.
