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A Word from the Historian:

In a survey of newsletter subscribers and where they
resided, there are 38 States represented along with Canada.

Also,
Victor Montes sent a copy of Thomas [WT] Woodworth’s Will
which I hope to include in the next newsletter; and finally
but not least, Jane (Woodworth) Campbell [WJ-111 381 1-i
line] has furnished much material on her Aunt Pearl Woodworth
Carlton who during her lifetime researched libraries in the
United States and England developing material on the early
Woodworths. Her lineage will start appearing next issue.

Some references imply that Benjamin [WB] Woodworth son of
Walter Woodworth of 1630 was a soldier in King Philip’s War.
Modern-day genealogists have pretty well concluded that the
Benjamin referred to was, in fact, a Benjamin Woodward who
served in King Philip’s War and lands were assigned to him in
1676 as he applied to be paid in land; not a Benjamin
Woodworth. Some of the references which contain this
erroneous material are: ZSoldiers in King Philip’s War by G.
M. Bodge, 3rd Edition, p. 406.; Gen. Dictionary of the
First Settlers of New Endland by Savage, Vol. 4, p. 647, 648;
Little Compton Families by Benjamin Franklin Wilbour
published by the Little Compton Historical Society in 1967,
p. 799. This is one of those errors which seems hard to be
put to rest.

Occasionally, another theory will pop-up. This has to do
with Thomas (WT] Woodworth, son of Walter. It gives Thomas

triplets -- Ichabod, Ebenezer, and one other child who it is
implied died at birth. As far as I know, Thomas only had
twins -- Ichabod and Ebenezer; and I do not know where this

triplet idea originated. Perhaps someone can shed light on
this.
